About 200 McLean 
area residents sweltered 
in a hot auditorium at 
McLean High School Fri 
day night to discuss re 
opening the M cLean 
Hospital

Mayor George Terry 
called the meeting to in 
form the public that three 
doctors had been dis 
cussing moving to Me 
Lean

Terry told the crowd 
that officials were dis 
cussing the establish 
ment of a ‘Reopen the 
Hospital" fund He said 
that officials had decided 
that 1700 people, pledg 
ing $20 83 per month for 
12 months would be 
needed to establish a 
fund of a little more than 
$300,000 Terry said that 
the fund would be used to 
resupply the hospital and 
to pay a guarantee of 
$60.000 to each of three 
doctors for one year

Terry introduced Geo 
rge Griffith of Tahle 
quah. Okla who told the 
crowd that he was a 
licensed hospital admin 
istrator and had opened 
two new hospitals He 
said that he had neve/ 
operated a hospital “ in 
the re d ."

Griffith told the group 
that the McLean Hospital 
could be self-sustaining if 
occupancy averaged 50 
percent (or 10 patients! 
per day He said that 10 
patients per day at an 
average cost of $160 
per day would bring In 
$584.000 per year He 
also said that the doctors 
could see 20 patients per 
day. 23 days of the mon 
th. at an average charge 
of $18 per call would 
bring in $« 280 per mon­
th. or $99,360 per year

Dr Harold Fabian, a 
McLean physician for the

last 26 years, said that 
the M cLean H ospita l, 
when it was open, aver 
aged five patients per 
day Fabian also told the 
group that the biggest 
problem would be to ob 
tain and retain Medicare 
approval. "W ith  the av 
erage age of the people in 
McLean, without Medi 
care approval, a hospital 
just can t operate.' Fat> 
tan said

Steve Purvis, assistant 
administrator for Coro 
nado Community Hospi­
tal in Pampa. suggested 
that the McLean city 
council authorize a "pat 

tent origin" study to

show how many potential 
hosptial patients there

were in the area

sues, Terry distributed

These spectacular presentations, often changing color and form  

as we watch and producing realistic im itations o f  “ bom bs bursting 

in a i r ,"  border close to fantasy.
Such displays are highly imaginative in concept, and in tu rn , stir 

the im agination o f  m any w ho watch them.
The purpose o f  these events, as we know , is to celebrate the 207 

years in which the United States has stood as the bulw ark o f  liber­

ty. Independence D ay marks the clim ax o f  the annual 21-day 

H o n o r Am erica cam paign sponsored by the A m erican H istoric 

and C u ltu ra l Society, Inc. Th e  2 1-day tribute corresponds to the 

traditional 21-gun salute accorded to a head o f  state.
T h e  magic o f  the fireworks engenders some imaginative o p in ­

ions. In the life span o f  our republic some painful episodes have 

occurred which kindled the notion that possibly o u r citizens have 

too m uch liberty. Benjam in Franklin  anticipated such ideas when 

he w rote, “ Th e y  that can give up essential liberty to obtain a little 
tem porary safety deserve neither liberty no r sa fe ty ."

But the liberty we love definitely entails responsibility. W hat 
most o f the Founding Fathers fought for was a disciplined, 
m oderate, law-respecting freedom .

“ Lib erty  exists in proportion to wholesome restraints," Daniel 

Webster noted.

T h is  current year marks the 200th anniversary o f  the form al 

ending o f  the Revolutionary W a r, achieved by the signing o f  the 

Tre a ty  o f Paris w ith Great Britain in 1783. T h e  Am erican signers 
were Fra n k lin , Jo hn Adam s and Jo hn  Ja y. In  that great conflict 

the infant nation learned the im portance o f  having a staunch 
a lly — the French.

Coincidentally, that same year saw the initiation o f manned 

flight. A fter Franklin  had viewed a balloon ascension in Paris, a 

skeptic challenged him with a question about the usefulness of 

balloons. T h e  printer-scicntist-diplom a: replied, “ W hat good is a
baby?”

As the first president o f the United States o f A m erica , George 

W ashington's views harm onized with those o f  the other Founding 
Fathers. W ashington sought to remain aloof from  partisan 
political struggles, but he did not always succeed. But he fully real­

ized that liberty could not long survive w ithout prudent limits.

O u t of his experience he offered a piece of sound advice to his 
fellow countrym en.

“ Be A m ericans,”  he counselled. “ Let there be no sectionalism, 
no N o rth , S outh, East or W est. Y ou  are all dependent on one 
another and should be one in union. In one w o rd , be a nation: be 
Am ericans and be true to yourselves.”

Still under the spell o f those dancing firew orks, let us consider 

the im port of those words. Un d o u b ted ly  your ideas m ay differ 

strongly from  your neighbor’s on certain problem s. But heed 

W ashington’s counsel and seek to heal your differences am icably. 
As the first president said, " B e  A m e rica n s.”  □
