Dear Editor:

| am writing to ask
McLean area residents to
do themselves and their
neighbors a favor: check
with the telephone com-
pany before digging near
posted cable warning
signs.

Last year, Southwes-
tern Bell telephone cable
repair costs in Texas to-
talled almost $5 million
for more than 6,000 in-
cidents of cable cuts and
damage.

Sometimes, cable dam-
age affects only a few
people and can be re-
paired quickly. All too
often, however, cable
damage means loss of
telephone service to ma-
jor sections of cities or

COLLEGE STATION —
Despite consumer complaints,
price tags must be removed
from grocery items if supermar-
kets hope to realize the full
benefits of new scanner systems
used at checkout stands, says a
marketing expert.

Most of the 5000 grocery
stores in the United States that
use scanners aren't getting their
money's worth from the equip-
ment and won't realize the full
economic  benefits  until they
eliminate costly and labor-
intensive item  price-marking,
says Dr. Valarie Zeithaml of
Texas A&M's College of Busi-
ness Administration.

“They haven't removed the
price tags because of consumer
resistance,” she said, “but with
time, and by using proper
strategies that recognize cus-

Pruning Rules

Pruning season is here
This is the time of year
that many fruit growers
iread most. It's not that
pruning is such a difficult
i overly time-consuming
task. it's just the thought
it cutting these precious
frees

Ihe best time to prune
your tavorite fruit tree or
grapevine is immediately
before it breaks bud and
begins to bloom or leat

In Gray County, March

which point in the right
direction, then the whole
tree is stronger A
stronger tree produces
and supports more and
larger fruit. Nothing is
more discouraging than
planting and growing a
fruit tree for several
years only to have the
first heavy load of fruit
break it down and ruin its
appearance.

Secondly pruning
stimulates  Most fruit is
produced on or from
year-old wood The

peaches and grapes

pruning is to make sure
you have not been too
stimulatory as outlined
above If you prune
every year and follow
proper cultural tech
niques, the tree or vine
will initiate many more
buds than it can possibly
support if all bloom buds
turn to fruit. To prevent
too much fruit set and
subsequent limb break
age or small fruit, much
of this over-productivity
can be removed at prun
ing time.
