MEXICO CITY, May 20 U —
Mexico moved decisively closer to
war with the axis tonlght and
Presldent Manuel Avila Camacho
prepared a long list of measures to
place the nation on a defensive war
footing.

Congress in expected to be ealled
next week—probably Thursday —
formally to declare war on Ger-
many, Italy and Japan In a move
that would place avery country in
north America In battle against the
axin. It would be the first deciara-
tion of whr In Mexico's history.
All property of snemy nationals
Is expected to be seized.

Troops already were reported
moving to strategie zones to pro-
tect rallway bridges, tunnels, com-
munieation lines, war factories,
airfields, oll fields and pipelines.
The ofl wells on the Gulif and Pa-
cific coasts are exposed to subma-
rine shelling such as axis U-boats
have directed against the Duteh
installations at Curacao In South
Amarion.

The fields have been under strict
military control since Mexico rup-
tured relations with the axis short-
ly after Pearl Harbor.

Small detachments of troops
marched through the strests be-
fore dawn today and groups of two
or thres policemen stood before
Important axis establishments. The
capital was tense but orderly.

Highway Dept., Gives
Leaves For Men
Going Into Army

AUSTIN, May 23 (F—An order
of the state highway commission
authorizes leaves of absence for
engineers and techniclans who en-
ter tha direct employ of the IJ. 8.
corps of engineers, regardless of
whether they serve in uniform or
as civillan workers,

“It is the desire of the highway
department to share its technical
force with the corps of sngineers
as needed to give full effect to the
war effort,” the order stipulated.

Already the department, the
state's biggest, has lost 15 per
cent of its technleal and engineer-
Ing personnel to the armed forces
of the nation and 23 per cent to
civilian defense or war activities.

Offic'sls sald the order extends
action previously taken offering
full eompliance with the seloctive
service act which .stipulates that
employes entering the armed serv-
lces be given jobs upon their re-
turn at 1 salary equu) to or better
than rgceived when they departed.
