The independents have 
limited gas tights because 
their leases include permis­
sion to produce “ casing 
head'* gas, which n  a by 
product of oil Controversy 
has arisen because the large 
energy companies are irked 
b y  w hat thay conaktei a 
liberal interpretation of the 
term “ casinghead gas" by 
the independents

Host large producers con 
tend the independents are 
taking unfair advantage of 
their right to produce cas­
inghead gas and drill large 
numbers of oil wells per

acre They also say the inde­
pendents are dipping into 
purely gas reservoirs and

producing a little non-cas­
inghead gas on the side, a 
practice the large companies 
believe could drive up the
price of gas

Casinghead gas unques­
tionably is lucrative for the 
independents. The gas can 
be chilled sometimes to 
temperature^ of 20 below 
zero and turned into
“ white oil "  The price for 
white oil is higher than that 
for normal crude, so the ec­
onomic advantages are ob­
vious

The independents main­
tain they are doing nothing 
wrong They say they are 
taking only the natural gas 
to which they legally are en­
titled The large companies 
challenged that contention 
in court and won a decision 
against Harlow C o rp , one 
of the Panhandle Field indr 
pendents The verdict was 
vacated late last year after 
Harlow Corp declared 
bankruptcy

Since then both the Fed 
eral Energy Regulatory 
Commission (F F R C i  and 
the Texas Railroad Com 
mission have become in 
volved Each is being asked 
to determine whether the 
independents legally are tak 
mg casinghead gas or 
whether they ’re robbing the 
big energy companies

A federal administrative 
law iudge has reled in the

Those local taxes help 
small communities maintain 
a hgh standard of living, 
and a loss of that lifeline 
v.iuld be disastrous In fact. 
Or threat of such a loss has 
let us to t»in with Sen. H 
T i'i Santiesteban. t) El 
Paio. in introducing a bill 
thit hopefully will resolve 
some of the white oil con­
troversy.

Our bill would change the 
definition of casinghead gas. 
which currently is described 
in law as “ any gas or vapor 
indigenous to an oil stratum 
and produced from the stra­
tum with oil”  The new def- 
ifnition will be “ all gas pro­
duced from a common res­
ervoir, as determined by the 
i Railroad I commission, 
(torn a well classified by the 
commission as an oil well

The new wording hopeful 
ly will keep small mdepen 
dents that legally are pro­
ducing white oil from being 
harraaaed. It will not give 
anyone a blank check to il­
legally drill into reservoirs 
that contain only natural 
gas Communion officials 
could stop that practice by 
changing a well's classifica­
tion.

We realize the white oil 
controversy is a very touchy 
one. and we welcome your 
comments on the issue 
Please write us at P O Box 
12068.
