After graduation, he 
joined the Washington 
Redskins, where he was a 
member of two champ 
tonship playoff teams 
He coached two seasons 
at A & M  and two seasons 
at Washington, serving 
one year as the head 
coach of the Redskins

He was named to the 
Texas A & M  Hall of Fame 
in 1966, to the Texas 
Sports Hall of Fame In 
1968. and to the Pan 
handle Sports Hall of 
Fame in the seventies
