month.

During Ramadan, Muslims
eat no food, drink no liquids,
and refrain from smoking, sex
and other corporeal pleasures
between sunrise and sun-

down. In Morocco, every Mus-
lim from the King on down ob-
serves this holiday, with the
exemption only of pregnant
women, children, and travel-
ers, although travelers are
supposed to make up by fast-
ing later. The children, for the
most part, look forward to
growing up to the point where

they, too, can fast. Because the
whole country celebrates to-
gether, Moroccans say, the
fast is easier to observe
Ramadan is a time of great
solidarity, both within the
family and within the country
and participants often find
the experience deeply re-
warding

Ramadan is held in the
ninth month of the Mushm
lunar calendar. The twelve
months of that calendar add
up to 354 days, 355 on leap
vear. Muslim holidays are
moveable feasts compared
with the calendar we use
This year, Ramadan began
May 21st. It won't start there
