Senator Bill Sarpalius Pushes 'Open Container' Bill
Sen Bill Sarpalius. declaring 

that Texas' drunk driving laws 
still are incomplete, recently 
they announced he has-filed a

bill that finally will make it 
illegal to drink and drive on 
Texas Highways

Sarpalius, D-Can yon, said 
S B 135, which also Is known as 
the "Open Container" bill, 
would outlaw carrying open 
containers of alcoholic beve 
rages while driving a motor 
vehicle The  measure also

would prevent passengers wr»o 
are accessible within five feet 
of the driver from carrying open 
containers of alcoholic beve- 
ages.

According to Sarpalius. the 
measure will further strengthen 
the tough drunk-driving laws he 
passed two years ago during the 
68th Session of the Texas 
Legislature

nln 12 percent ot all fatal

accidents on rural highways, an 
open container of alcohol has 
been found in one of the 
vehicles Involved," Sarpalius 
said during a Capital news 
conference "N o  state's drank 
driving laws are complete if 
they allow drinking while driv­
ing We Intend to eliminate that 
problem make a dent in those 
fatality statistics."

Sarpalius said simply elimin­
ating the temptation to drink 
and drive can help reduce the 
number of traffic fatalities link­
ed to open containers of alcohol

"M ost people don't intend to 
be intoxicated while they drive 
Most drunk drivers are lust 
victims of their own poor judge 
ment," he said. "Last session, 
we passed tough new laws that
deter drivers from driving an 
automobile after they've be­
come Intoxicated Now, we want 
to make sure drivers don’t 
become intoxicated while they 
drive ”

The Canyon Democrat last 
session passed a bill that stif­
fened penalties for persons 
convicted of driving while in­
toxicated. Including manditory 
jail terms for some convictions, 
and made It easier for law 
officers to prove Intoxication.

Sarpalius stressed that his 
newest measure will not elimi­
nate all alcohol consumption In 
motor vehicles.

"W e ’re not trying to stop all 
passenger drinking," Sarpalius 
said "Fo r Instance, passengers 
on buses still could drink. 
Passengers in recreational ve­
hicles would’nt be affected The 
only thing we're trying to do 
with this bill is keep drivers 
from drinking ”

He sai the only reason pas 
sengers in cars arc prevented 
from drinking is because of 
their close proximity to the 
driver

"W e  want to make sure that 
someone who is drinking and Is 
pulled over can't quickly hand 
their drink to a passenger 
That's why we've got to make It

Sarpalius went on to say he 
thought the bill's chances of 
passage are "very good "

"Last session, we were able 
to convince the Legislature that 
Texas' drunk driving laws need 
ed to be toughened." he said 
"1 think the Legislature will 
respond to this bill as well.”

A U S T IN  -  Texas law 
makers, meeting for our 
Legislature's 69th Rrguiat 
Session, are facing the most 
financially uncertain times 
in recent memory "R e­
venue" and "budget” 
quickly have become the 
catchwords for this Session

The reason for the gloom, 
of course, is the stale's 
ever-lightening budget
Revenues are growing at a 
slower rate than in the past, 
and Texans, once secure in 
the knowledge that their 
state government was 
among the richest in the 
nation, now are facing some 
hard choices about financ­
ing that government.

Slate Comptroller Rob 
Bullock spelled out the sit­
uation on Jan. 7 when he 
released the biennial 
revenue estimate for the 
1986-87 budget period that 
we will be considering 
during the session Reve­
nues have grown to $36 6 
billion for the next bien­
nium, a 14 percent increase 
from the $32 billion re­
ceived during the current 
biennium, but still more 
than $1 billion below what 
was needed for a no-growth 
budget

The news only gets worse
Mr Bullock estimates that

oil and gas production 
taxes, normally one of the 
stale's biggest tax items, is 
expected to drop to SI 7 
billion next biennium, a 
22 percent decrease from 
this biennium's $2.2 billion. 
Natural gas production 
taxes, another big-ticket 
item, has dropped from 
$2.3 billion to $2 1 billion, 
a decrease of almost 11 
percent

On the surface, the choices 
seem simple keep state

funding at $36.6 billion or 
raise taxes to allow funding 
to keep pace with inflation 
Unfortunately, choices in 
state government are never 
so easy.

Without outside pressure, 
most slate agencies could 
gel by on the moderate 
revenue estimates forecast 
by the comptroller How­
ever, the federal courts have 
ordered the state to upgrade 
its prison and mental health 
facilities Both certainly are 
important items, but they 
put a squeeze on an already 
tight budget Adding to the 
pressure is a water package 
that might require aome 
state funding, if paased. to 
help protect Texas' precious 
water resources

Under certain circum­
stances. a tax increase in 
selected areas might be an 
acceptable solution This 
year, though, it is not a 
viable alternative Law­
makers voted last summer in 
special session to raise 
various state taxes to pay 
for education reform The 
tax increaae was the stale's 
first in 11 years, and most 
legislators are not interested 
in raising taxes twice in 
less than a year

Instead, most of our 
colleagues are talking about 
seeking other forms of 
revenue Among the most 
talked-about suggestions are 
plans that would legalize 
pari-mutuel wagering on a 
local option basis and create 
a state lottery.

Proponents of both point 
out that they would bring 
additional millions to the 
state treasury Opponents 
say the cost of the two 
plans -  both in terms of 
fiscal expense and loss of 
state prestige — would be

too high
Pari-mutuel wagering and 

lotteries both would require 
the creation of stale 
agencies or the expansion of 
existing ones to regulate 
their operation Opponents 
of the two revenue plans 
question whether the addi­
tional bureaucracy is worth 
the funds that would be 
generated.

Opponents of pari-mutuel 
wagering also wonder 
whether bringing horse 
racing to Texas would in­
crease organized crime in 
the state Backers of the 
horse racing proposal say 
there is no evidence of 
organized crime involve­
ment in any racetrack in the 
nation where s state agency 
carefully regulates the 
track's operations Foes of 
pari-mutuel wagering con­
cede that point but say off­
track gambling would pro­
liferate once racetracks arc 
in the slate, with organized 
crime forces spearheading 
that illegal gambling.

As we’ve said, the figuies 
indeed are gloomy and the 
choices aren't always the 
most pleasant We must 
find a way to reconcile the 
state's slowing revenue 
growth with the increased 
demand on the budget. The 
only thing that is certain 
at this point is that we re­
main committed to ensuring 
that no budget cut hurts 
Panhandle area residents 
more than it hurts those 
who live in other parts of 
the state.
