It was a moment to remember 
when I saw my first Black Bear.

It was a cool morning with a 
north wind and snow, sleet and 
rain falling. The terrain we were 
in was some of Colorado’s rough­
est, and after about four hours 
of slipping, sliding, climbing, and 
crawling on all fours, to. cover an 
area bn which we were making 
a deer winter mortality survey,
I was at*tut beat.

I was just about 50 feet from 
the top of a ridge when suddenly 
what appeared to be' a Sherman 
Tank loomed up in front of me.

The bear and I both stood still 
| for what seemed like minutes, but 
was actually seconds, and looked 
each other square in the eye.

This individual had just come 
out of hibernation and had been 
frightened as well as hungry and 
run by some of mv co-workers 
and was undoubtedly somewhat 
bored with the situation.

I must have thought about run­
ning, hut I know I was too scared.
I had remembered being told that 
a bear couldn’t run down hill be­
cause his weight was proportioned 
with the majority in his hind quar­
ters.

Don’t kid yourself; they CAN 
run down hill.

The bear ran past me like 
lightening and Was into an aspen 
grove which was locate! behind 
me before I could think to take 
a picture with the camera which 
hung encased around my neck, 
I have seen several of the Black 
(Brown) Bears run down hill since 
that time.

This bear is the smallest of 
our North American Bears. Their 
body length varies from 50 to 05 
inces, they range from 27 to 36 
inches tall at the shoulders, and 
may reach weights up to 400 
pounds.

Breeding occurs in June and 
July, but the embryo will only be 
about 3-4 of an inch long by early 
December.

Parturition occurs in late Jan­
uary and early February and the 
young only weigh about eight oun­
ces at birth. The youngsters are 
covered with a thin coat of fine 
black hair and are blind until they 
are about 40 days old.

The litter is usually composed 
of two young, but may on very 
rare occasions be composed of 
five. The cubs (young bears) wall 
weigh about 50 pounds at the 
end of ten months. They will spend

The majority of this has j 
resulted from the habit of bears I 
cleaning up dead animals, which 
have died of natural causes.

Bears are not thought to make j 
large migrations or movements, 
but on some occasions movements ! 
may result as the berries ripen 
at higher elevations.

this strip already have been open­
ed, and the balance must be sur­
veyed and opened to connect with 
the New Mexico road. Stephens 
will hire a surveyor to do this 
job soon.

Then the Bailey county com­
missioners are enthusiastic over 
the new road and are eager to 
get it into operation as soon as 
possible. This would make an al­
most direct road to Ptortales with 
a total mileage of 34. The present 
route, via Clovis, measures . 50 
miles.

At the outset, th$ only portions 
of the road which would be all- 
weather (ype would be the paved 
strips on both ends of the road— 
the five miles where the route 
follows U. S. 70 north of Por- 
tales. and the nine miles paved 
on FM 1760. Thus the new road 
would not be an all weather route, 
Judge Williams explained, but he 
added that “every effort will be 
made within the next few months 
or years to make the road a 
paved route between the two 
towns.”

One of the reasons for Mule- 
shoe’s interest in the route is to 
provide a shorter road to Eastern 
New Mexico University at Porta- 
les.

tiomed before, are increasingly 
concerned about “drop-outs,’’ 
those pupils who quit school be­
fore finishing senior high.

Now comes a story from “Tex­
as Outlook,” the teachers’ maga­
zine, which tells of a new approach 
to solving the drop-out problem. 
Seems Houston public schools 
have feund that the drop-out urge 
strikes somewhere in junior high, 
although the pupil may struggle 
along with his grades until he 
reaches the 10th or 11th grade— 
or even in his final year. It takes 
him that long to get up his nerve 
to quit.

Now this Houston system is 
working on the problem back in 
junior high. It’s a program known 
as “ talent preservation project,” 
and it’s working so well that 
now 97.7 percent of junior high 
enrollees return the next year to 
school. In Houston, 1,400 such 
students are enroled in some 70 
classes in 23 junior high schools. 
Participation is voluntary by the 
schools, teache> j and students, 
and parental approval is required.

The program for these students 
is entirely different from the usual 
curriculum. In fact, at first only 
two academic subjects are requir­
ed for these project classes. These 
are language arts — with empha­
sis on reading and oral commu­
nication — and practical mathe­
matics. At the second level, a 
third academic subject is added.

In the remaining school periods, 
students are scheduled for physi­
cal education and elective courses, 
which include shop, crafts, cosme­
tology, art, music, band, typing, 
homemaking, and public speak­
ing.

“ Freed from the pressure of the 
regular curriculum, these students 
are able to concentrate on the 
basic subjects and for the first 
time experience the stimulus of 
success,” Mrs. Mock writes.

Frequently a student will im­
prove to the point that he can 
return to the regular curriculum.

Project students are not classi­
fied as being in the seventh, 
eighth, or ninth grade. Instead, 
they progress through several 
levels of achievement. Class size 
is limited to 20 students.

readily concedes. “ Each day pre­
sents challenges which demand 
the highest degree of frustration 
tolerance on the part of the teach­
er.”

The important thing, reports the 
author, is that the project is mov­
ing, and in the right direction.

This department says, “power 
to ’em.” If this is a solution — 
or even a partial solution — to 
the drop-out problem, it’s well 
worth while.

But I’m thinking of a man — 
a relative — who was a “drop­
out.” Even though he’s pretty 
well qualified by experience and 
self-instruction, this particular 
man wouldn’t even apply for a 
$17,000 job which he could have 
held efficiently because he didn’t 
have the necessary formal edu­
cation.

In a letter recently he wrote: 
“1 realize every day how much 
I have missed by not going on to 
school and receiving at least a

bachelor’s degree. In money alone, 
my lack of formal education is 
costing me $10,000 to $12,000 a 
year in salary I could earn ii 
I had completed school.”
