Then if you are real
smart the proper thing is to go
home, send aas order to a mail
order house for a pocket knife,
cash in advance, and take your
chances on whether the steel is
good or not, when the knife ar-
rives,

Then let us rcflect, that after
all the hard work he does, after
all the chances he takes, after
sll the impositions to which he
patiently submits, after all the
bad accounts he accumulates on
his books, after all the knowl-
