Rural Health
Rural health care could be 

a life or death matter to any 
citizen o f Texas who had an 
accident or medical emer­
gency while traveling thro­
ugh the state, members of 
the Texas Chamber o f Com­
merce and legislators were 
told at a breakfast meeting 
this week.

Problems with rural hea­
lth care delivery in Texas 
were reviewed at the regular

biweekly legislative break­
fast of the Texas Chamber of 
Commerce by Larry Milner, 
President and Chief Exe­
cutive Officer o f the cham­
ber, Rep. Mike McKinney 
and Sheryl Boyd, Ed.D of 
the Department o f Internal 
Medicine o f the Texas Tech 
Health Science Center. Both 
panelists were members of 
The Special Task Force on 
Rural Health Care Delivery 
that made its report to the 
Governor and the legislature 
this year.

The panelists zeroed in on 
the declining number of 
health care facilities in rural 
areas o f the state. Rep. 
McKinney said that 72 
Texas hospitals failed in the 
past five years, most o f them 
in rural areas. One o f the 
latest was the hospital in 
Leon County where Rep. 
McKinney, a physician, 
practices.

Dr. Boyd, a member o f the 
Texas Chamber Board of 
Directors, was vice- 
chairman o f the task force.

The 
group held eleven hearings 
throughout the state and 
geard from more than 250 
witnesses.

Dr. Boyd pointed out that 
the economy o f small towns 
and rural areas are severely 
impacted when there is 
inadequate health care.
