era met Friday in the County 
Courthouse for one of their 
regularly scheduled ses­
sions. In the main item of 
business, the budget for the 
coming year eras discuased. 
The court was informed by 
County Judge Cart Kennedy 
that the tax base for the 
current year will be $944 
million compared to $1.06 
billion last year. In three 
years, the tax base has fallen 
by $446 million.

Although some of the 
decline can be blamed on 
sinking oil prices, the major 
cause for the decrease in the 
tax base this year is the 
explosion of the Ceianese 
plant last November. That 
facility has been the largest 
taxpayer in the county for 
many years. After it was 
partially destroyed by the 
explosion, its tax value was 
reduced until the facility can 
be rebuilt. This means that 
the total amount of taxes 
collected on it has gone 
down and, therefore, the tax 
base for the county has gone 
down.

Judge Kennedy said that 
the commissioners 
would have to be cautious in 
spending money if they want 
to prevent an increase in 
county taxes.

Friday’s discussion of the 
budget was only the first of

In other business, the 
court:

-Agreed to a new method 
of electing members for the 
Gray County Appraisal Dis­
trict Board. The new arr­
angement will have several 
new provisions. First, elec­
tion of board members 
•ould be staggered. Cur­
rently, all board members 
are elected at the same time.

Second, the new system 
would allow two represent­
atives to Pampa Schools, one 
to Gray County, one to the 
City of Pampa and one 
member would represent the 
City of McLean, the McLean 
Independent School District, 
the Alanreed ISD, the City of 
Lefors, Lefors ISD and 
Grandview-Hopkins ISD.

Under the present system, 
each taxing body is given a 
number of votes based on 
the size of its budget. The 
result of this could be that 
Pampa Schools, with the 
largest budget, could select 
two or three members to the 
five-member board. Under 
the new system, represent­
ation would be more evenly 
distributed.
