Southwestern Public

million in credits to its Texas

Praised Texas Lawmakers

State Comptroller Bob
Bullock Friday praised Tex-
as lawmakers for passing as
innovation school bond pro-
gram that will lower borrow-
ing costs for poor school
districts.

““I originated this plan and
supported it all the way, and
it's definitely a step in the
right direction. Now it's up
to the voters to approve the
next step towards financial
equity in our schools,”” Bul-
lock said.

That step will come in
November, when Texas vo-
ters decide on a constitu-
tional amendment to allow
the state to lend financial
backing to a new school
bond program that was ap-
proved by the Legislature in
May.

SB 951, sponsored by Sen.
Bill Haley, will help bring
construction funding to
school districts at a signifi-
cantly lower cost to tax-
payers by combining lccal
bond issues into one larger,
more cost-effective state
bond issue, Bullock said.

‘““Some of our districts
don’t have the property tax
base that other have, and
these education bonds will
provide extra money to
school districts that need it.
At the same time, by issuing
bonds on a state level rather
than on a local level, admin-
istrative costs will drop, ™’
Bullock said.

Under the new law, mon-
ey from the bond sales can
only be spent by the school
districts on certian items,
such as building or renova-
ting classrooms.

The constitutional amend-
ment would allow the state
to use the Permanent School
Fund to back the state-
issued education bonds,
which are limited to $750
million, Bullock said. That
fund is already used to
guarantee education bonds
issued by local school dist-
ricts.

If the amendment is ap-
proved, the state-issued
bonds will have the highest
rating possible at the lowest
cost, since they will be
backed by the state.

electricity to other utilities.

A residential customer
who uses 1,000 kilowatt
hours a month would receive
a credit of $10.21.

These new credits are
separate from and in
addition to  previously
aanounced credits related to
recent SPS rate reductions.

As a participant in an
experimental market
program, SPS has been able
to sell electricity to a
western utilities as far away
as California on a
competitive basis, said Jerry
Diller, SPS’s group manager
of rates and regulation.
Under the program, 75
percent of the difference
between the cost of product-
ion and the sales price is to
g0 to customers in the SPS
service area, Diller said.

‘‘Previously, these sales
required time-consuming
approvals of individual
transactions and a rigid
price formula established by
the Federal Energy
Regulatory Commission,”’
Diller said. “Under the
experimental

utilities are able to buy md
sell electricity in what
amounts to a daily auction.””

The credit also represents
proceeds from SPS sales to
other utilities made in the
traditional regulated
marnner.

SPS has been successful
in the bulk-power market
because it is a low-cost
producer, Diller said.

Demand has been high
because several power
plants in the western United
States have been out of
service for various reasons,”’
Diller said. ‘‘Also, hydro-
electric power from the
Pacific = Northwest was
limited due to relatively dry
conditions.”’

These circumstances will
change, Diller said, so it is
difficult to if SPS
sales at past levels will
continue.

SPS filed the requested
credit with the Public Utility
Commission of Texas
(PUCT). If approved, the

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Renovation To Begin
On Carson Co.

Courthouse

Renovating the Carson
County Courthouse to make
to handicap accessible has
been a thorn in the side of
commissioners for several
years. Since the County has
received revenue sharing
funds, this project is requir-
ed by the federal govern-
ment.

The County’s application
for a PRPC grant to help
fund the renovation has
been rejected for three con-
secutive years. Therefore,
today’s commissioners
Court is eyeing how the job
can be done to comply with
regulations and at the same
time be done in the most
economical way.

John Ward of Ward,
Brown and Associates, an
architectural firm, met with
the commissioners Monday
to review those plans and
discuss changes that would
need to be made to modify
the original plans

Mr. Ward was asked to
meet with the Court again on
July 11 with an updated
estimate of costs so the
County can decide on the
best possible avenue to take
toward the completion of the
project.

Earlier in Monday’s ses-
sion, the Court approved a
$846 amendment to the
Sheriff's Department budget
to complete the purchase of
new uniforms.
