Traffic deaths in rural
areas increased by 10.5 per-
cent last year, and the death
toll on rural interstate high-
ways in both 65 and 55 mph
zones rose by 20 percent,
Milner said. ““One of the
primary reasons for this may
well be the higher speed
limit that now applies to
rural interstates,’’ he added.

Also last year, 76.3 per-
cent of those killed in the
front seat of cars or light
trucks were reported as not
wearing safety belts, Milner
said. That is an increase
from 1987, when 75.3 per-
cent of the fatalities were not
reported as belted.

The state has had a law
requiring safety belt use
since Sept. 1, 1984, but the
most recent statewide sur-
vey indicates only 60.6 per-
cent of Texas motorists are
using their belts, Milner
said.

Motorcycle fatalities were
up 3 percent in 1988 with 295
operators Or passengers
dying in such accidents. Of
those, Milner said, 78 per-
cent were not wearing hel-
mets.

“l think the message
comes through here loud
and clear,”” Milner said. “If
we are to reverse this in-
crease in traffic deaths, and
return to the pattern in the
recent past of yearly de-
creases, we must realize that
one of the quickest ways o
get to a cemetery is to get in
your car, truck, leave your
seat belt unfastened and
drive fast.”’

An upbeat outlook

*And now the 1989 forecasts

As in 1988, they're generally
upbeat, at least that's true for the
forecasts coming from the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture's Annual
Outlook Conference in Washington
during late November and early
December.

Here's a summary of the outlook

for US. egriculture, according to
reports relessed during the confer-
ence.
Production-U.S. production of
wheat, corn and soybennsis expected
to rebound in 1989 in response to
higher prices from drought reduced
harvests. For some crops, the gov-
ernmentalso has eased itslandidling
requirements for subsidy programs.
In general, global grain and soybean
stocks were down about one third in
1988, with reserves good for about
twomonths of use for grainsand 11/
2 months for soybeans.

Exports-U.S. export values should
rise by about $1 billion to $36.5 bil-
iion in fiscal year 1989, while vol-
umes are forecast to decline by 8
percent to 136 million metric tonnes.
The U S. share of world grain trade

that included the effects of the
drought.
Income-Net farm income, which

includes rising values of inventories|

of commodities, will increase by about
20 percent to between 44 billion and
$438 billion in 1989. Cash farm in-
come is expected to fall about 10
percent to $48 billion to $52 billion.
Higher production costs and lower
direct government payments will
draw down cash gains from rising
farm prices.

Weather-Forcasters are assum-
ing there will be a rebound from the
drought in 1988, If not, all bets are
ofl. Statistics do favor a return to
more normal production, but clima-
tologists are concerned about pos-
sible global warming trends.

Now for some details:

The global agricultural outlook
for 1989 will be highlighted by
smaller crops and higher prices but
near-record meat supplies, a senior
U.S. Department of Agriculture offi-
cial said at the opening of theUSDA
annual Agricultural Outlook Con-
ference.
