Spring Crops-July
1S, 1990 will be the final
date to file an acreage report
for your 1990 spring seeded
crops. We suggest that you
schedule an appointment in
the near future and get this
taken care of before the last
minute rush.

All grain sorghum, corn,

other non-program crops,
ACR and CU acreages must

be reported by July 15th.
You must account for every

acre of cropland on the farm.

Irrigated and non-irrigat-
ed acreage must be reported
separately. Crops must have
been or will be irrigated in
order to be considered an
irrigated crop.

Keep in mind that your
acreage report needs to be
accurate. If you are unsure
of the acreage you have
planted, we suggest that you
request a measurement
service. Measurement
service fees are $20.00 for
the first 25 acres and .02
cents per acre for each
additional acre.

Acreage ‘Comservation
Reserve [ACR])-Land
designated as ACR must
have been planted to a small
grain or row crops in 2 of the
past 3 years. Fields
designated as ACR must be
at least five acres and have
an acreage width of 66 feet.
In order to be considered as
irrigated ACR the land must
have been irrigated in 1989
or in 2 of the past 3 years.

Weed control measures on
ACR must be carried out
through the end of the
calendar year. Failure to
maintain ACR throughout
the crop year will result in
payment reductions.

period, June 1 thru October
31, there can be no haying
and grazing of 1990 ACR
and CU for pay acres. This
means cattle cannot even
cross clean, tilled ground to
water.
