The Groom Day 
Committee named Loula 
Wall and Cecil Culver, 
Queen and King of the 
Fiesta 90. Groom Day Cele­
bration.

Both Loula and Cecil have 
been long-time residents of 
Groom contributing to the 
success of the community 
around them.

Loula Wall was bom on 
Nov. 8. 1897 in Antelope, 
Texas. Her family moved to 
Jacksboro in 1900 where she 
went to school. Loula 
married Jim Wall of Jacks­
boro in 1915. After living in 
Jacksboro for ten years, the 
couple moved to Groom to 
live closer to Jim's mother, 
who lived in Clarendon. 
Jim's father died when he 
was three months old.

Loula and Jim had two 
children. Johnny and Loula 
M aude (T utor). T he family 
made their living farming 
and running Walls Cafe.

Loula is a survivor of her 
husband and both of her 
children.

Even though Loula has no 
more family in Groom, she 
still feels that her home is 
here. She said that the 
people are very nice here 
and she enjoys the climate.

Loula has one grandson, 
Johnny Byrd of Perryton, 
Tex.; two great-grand­
children. Danielle Findley of 
Mason. Ariz. and Larry Byrd 
of Amarillo and three great- 
great grandchildren, Chas, 
Ashton and Jameson 
Findley of Mason, Ariz.

Cecil Culver was bom 
October 29, 1903 in
Whitesboro. Tex. where he 
graduated from high school. 
He married Norene 
Ragsdale in August of 1924. 
In 1929. Norene gave birth 
to Cecil, Jr. That same year, 
Cecil moved to Groom to 
accept the assistant cashier 
position at the State National 
Bank. Some of Cecil's duties 
were building a fire in the 
basem ent furnace every 
morning and bringing in a 
fresh bucket of water; there 
was no indoor plumbing. 
Three people worked in the 
bank with work hours being 
7:30 a.m. until 5 or 6:00 p.m. 
Everything went fairly well 
until the depression set in 
around the early thirties. 
Those years were difficult 
because there was no money 
to lend to the customers. 
Toward the end of the 
thirties improvements were 
noted.

In 1932. Cecil was elected 
cashier and managing 
officer of the bank, elected a

director in 1942, and presi­
dent in 1952 following the 
resignation of J.W. Knorpp.

Cecil was a member of 
many civic and community 
services including Groom 
Fire Dept., Lions Club, 
Masonikc Lodge, Mayor of 
Groom, Groom Hospital 
Board, Panhandle Regional 
Health Council, Garrison 
Senior Citizen’s Center, 
M en’s Downtown Bible 
Class. Carson County 'Unit 
of Water, Inc., Red Cross. 
USO, Boy Scouts of 
America, Groom Little 
Theatre, Deputy Sheriff of 
Carson County, Advisory 
Committee of Draft Board 
during World War D, War 
and Savings Bonds sales, 
American Heart Associa­
tion. Panhandle Plains 
Historical Society and Texas

Veda Marie Stiles 
Latimer. 68, died Sunday. 
July 22. 1990.

Services were at 3 p.m. 
Wednesday in Groom 
United Methodist Church 
with the Rev. Jim Davis, 
pastor, officiating. Burial 
was in Groom Cemetery by 
Schooler-Gordon Colonial 
Chapel.

Mrs. Latimer moved to 
Groom in 1957 from Hedley. 
She married Emmett Stiles 
in 1938. He preceded her in 
death in 1975. She married

Panhandle Heritage Foun­
dation, Inc. Also Cecil 
Culver plays an important 
role in the Groom Day 
Celebration each year. He 
founded the seventy-fifth 
Bank anniversary celebra­
tion. It was such a big 
success that he and the 
community decided to 
celebrate Groom Day every 
year on the first weekend of 
August.

In 1978, Cecil retired from 
the State National Bank after 
forty-nine years of service 
and dedication.

Cecil says he likes Groom 
because of the good people. 
He also feels that Groom is a 
good place to farm and raise 
children. He especially 
commends the excellent 
school system.

Local Happening

The indictment returned 
Thursday by a Carson 
County grand jury names 
Kenneth Glenn Milner of 
Panhandle on a charge of 
murder in connection with 
the Friday the 13th shooting 
death of Frankie Gasper 
Garcia, a 17-year-OId 
Panhandle High School 
student.

Milner was indicted on 
two charges of attempted 
murder in the stabbing of 
Jimmy Britten of Groom and 
in the wounding of 
Panhandle High School 
principal Ken Williams 
during the early hours of 
July 14.

Sources have confirmed to 
The Pampa News that the 
grand jury was convened in 
the case less than a week 
after the murder and 
assaults because of what one 
termed “ an iron-clad case, 
complete with confessions."

Investigators contend that 
Garcia was shot as an occult 
sacrifice in a decaying bam 
located next to an aban­
doned farm house northwest 
of here known to local youth 
as “ the haunted house.”

Earlier this week, Carson 
County District Attorney 
David McCoy said, “ We’re 
looking at the possibility of 
satanic involvement” in the 
shooting death.

Britten was stabbed at his 
home about 1:30 a.m. Satur­
day. a few hours after Garcia 
w as shot to death. He was 
tre a te d  at a local hospital 
and released the same day.

A bout tw o hours la te r, 
officers sa id , W illiam s was 
shot twice through the door 
of his home.

Williams, formerly the 
assistant principal at Horace 
Mann Junior High School 
and baseball coach at 
Amarillo Palo Duro High 
School, was wounded in the 
abdomen and leg. He was 
listed in satisfactory condi­
tion at Northwest Texas 
Hospital in Amarillo 
Thursday.

District Judge John T. 
Forbis of Childress issued a 
gag order in the case earlier 
this week, restricting law 
enforcement agencies from 
r e le a s in g  in fo rm a tio n  
pertaining to M ilner’s 
activities.

But he designated McCoy 
as official spokesman for the
case.

Steve Sherwood, who 
graduated from Panhandle 
High School with Milner last 
year, said Milner was open 
about his involvement with 
the occult.

It wasn’t a secret, he told 
people about it,” Sherwood 
said. “ He told a group I was 
in that he worshiped the
devil.”

Milner had no prior 
criminal record. Panhandle 
police said, but they noted 
that an officer helped talk 
Milner into climbing down 
from the city’s water tower 
three years ago when he 
threatened suicide.

Court officials said no 
attorney had been appointed 
yet to defend Milner, 
preventing him from being 
arraigned on the three
charges.Appointment of an 
attorney should come within 
a week, Forbis said.

The girl was left for hours 
after the attack in her 
bedroom. "The grand jury 
felt that was indicative his 
(Hauck’s) intent to kill.” 
Comer said.

Hauck remained in Gray 
County jail this morning. He 
was originally charged with 
aggravated assault and 
sexual assault and his bond 
was set at a total of 
$65,000. -

However, following the 
returning of the indictments 
Thursday. Hauck's bond 
was raised to $50,000 on 
each charge for a total of 
$100,000.

This week’s column 
includes a letter I’ve receiv­
ed from Senior Judge 
Gaude Williams of Dallas, 
Texas, who recalls an 
incident that happened in 
McLean in 1931. Judge 
Williams writes:

“ I started practicing law 
in McLean in 1931. I had an 
office above the picture 
show-on the second floor. 
My office window was above 
Highway 66 which ran 
directly through McLean. 
One day as 1 stood looking 
out of my window, I saw a 
car stop at a gasoline pump 
across the stTeet. A man got 
out to get gas and a woman 
got out and stood by the car. 
Much to my surprise the 
woman calmly took out a big 
cigar and lit it. I had been 
reading about Bonnie and 
Clyde and that Bonnie 
smoked cigars. I reached for 
my phone and called the 
local constable and (old him 
him what I had seen. He 
came, but Bonnie and Gyde 
had driven off toward 
Amarillo. He called the 
officers at Amarillo and told 
them what I had seen. The 
officers set up a road block

on Highway 66 near 
Amarillo. According to the 
record, the officers tried to 
stop them but Bonnie and 
Gyde escaped. The officers 
had riddled the car with 
bullets. Later on the officers 
came back through McLean 
with the car which Bonnie 
and Gyde had stolen. It was 
a new car, but full of bullet 
holes. Later Bonnie and 
Gyde were ambushed and 
killed in Louisiana. One of 
the officers who killed them 
was a friend of mine. Jess 
Sweeten, a sheriff from 
Athens. Texas. He told me 
all about the incident and 
wrote a book about it which I 
have in my library.”

I’ve talked to several of 
our old timers who recall 
Judge Williams being in 
McLean. We appreciate his 
letter and invite him to visit 
us anytime.

Bonnie and Gyde and 
millions of other people have 
passed on Old 66, as the 
years have gone by. If we 
just knew who had actually 
been by and in our little 
community, we would 
probably be surprised. Pass 
on vour story for all to enjoy.

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Economic Summit Turns World s Eyes 
To A Growing Texas Economy

Awarded Scholarships

As T etas hosts the 
Economic Summit in 
Houston, he eyes of the 
world are urned to a state 
whose economy is enjoying 
its own resurgence, a new 
report details.

The rep< rt. issued by the 
Governor's Office, details 
the policies and programs 
initiated by Governor Bill 
Clements md the Legisla­
ture that I ave helped, lead 
the Texas economy into a 
period of growth and diver­
sification.

The “ Texas Economic 
R ebound," a six-panel 
brochure m the state's 
economic progress since 
1986. outl nes legislative 
and diplomatic efforts that 
have helpe< spark the turn­
around. Th • report is being

distributed at the summit.
"A s Texas hosts the 

Economic Summit, we are 
delighted to showcase our 
state's growing economy,” 
said the governor, who is in 
Houston attending summit 
events. “ The working men 
and women of our state have 
created nearly half a million 
new jobs since 1986. Un­
employment is down. And 
our business climate is one 
of the best in America.

“ The Texas economy is 
heading into the nineties 
powered by diversification 
and greater opportunities for 
all our people.”

The report notes that 
since 1986, the sta te ’s 
annual average jobless rate 
has dropped more than 2 
percentage points from a

16-vear high of 8.9 percent. 
In the past four years, the 
value of Texas exports has 
skyrocketed 52 percent and 
retail sales have jumped 11 
percent. In addition, 
agricultural sales soared 24 
percent and the Texas gross 
state prodduct rose 5 
percent.

Impetus for this much- 
improved economy came 
from public and private 
efforts. For instance, at the 
suggestion of task forces 
appointed by the governor 
and House Speaker Gib 
Lewis, the Texas Depart­
ment of Commerce was 
created and assigned the 
duty of generating new jobs.

The Commerce Depart­
ment. the result of consoli­
dation of more than nine 
existing state agencies, 
commissions and boards, 
has worked successfully 
since late 1987 to increase 
tourism , foster small 
business development and 
encourage diversification.

During the 71st Legisla­
ture. lawmakers also 
approved the governor's 
Texas Jobs and Opportunity 
Blueprint, a package of new 
laws aimed at enhancing 
Texas' high technology 
base, providing greater tax 
incentives for job creation, 
bolstering rural develop­
ment, opffering customized 
job training and expanding 
international trade.

In another major victory 
for Texas workers and the 
state’s business climate, the 
governor and  the Legislature 
last year overhauled the 
state’s antiquated workers’ 
compensation system, which 
had been a deterrent to 
economic expansion.

The report also details the 
governor’s efforts to 
enhance trade opportunities 
with Mexico and to expand 
in d u s tr ia l developm ent 
along the Texas-Mexico 
border—two key planks in 
C le m e n ts ’ e co n o m ic  
development platform dur­
ing both his terms as 
governor.

Public and private coope­
ration has further stimulated 
the state's business and 
in d u s t r y  r e c r u i tm e n t  
program. As a result, the 
past four years have seen 
several Fortune 500 
companies and other leading 
businesses relocate or 
expand in Texas. The list 
includes Exxon Corp., GTE 
T elephone O p era tions, 
Fujitsu America and 
Formosa Plastics, U.S. Inc.

Led by the governor, 
Texas' aggressive recruiting 
work also brought home 
what will be the world's 
largest scientific instrument, 
the $8 billion Super Collider, 
as well as Serna tech, a semi­
conductor manufacturing 
consortium.

“Texas now has in place 
new growth initiatives to 
bolster its business climate, 
“ James L. Johnson, chair­
man and CEO of GTE Corp., 
is quoted as saying in the 
report. “These pro-business 
policies ensure Texas is a 
great place to do business 
throughout the 1990s and 
beyond.”

Groom Day Cele­
bration.

Both Loula and Cecil have 
been long-time residents of 
Groom contributing to the 
success of the community 
around them.

Loula Wall was born on 
Nov. 8, 1897 in Antelope, 
Texas. Her family moved to 
Jacksboro in 1900 where she 
went to school. Loula 
married Jim Wall of Jacks­
boro in 1915. After living in 
Jacksboro for ten years, the 
couple moved to Groom to 
live closer to Jim’s mother, 
who lived in Clarendon. 
Jim's father died when he 
was three months old.

The family 
made their living farming 
and running Walls Cafe.

Loula is a survivor of her 
husband and both of her 
children.

Johnny Byrd of Perryton, 
Tex.; two great-grand­
children, Danielle Findley of 
Mason, Ariz. and Larry Byrd 
of Amarillo and three great- 
great grandchildren, Chas, 
Ashton and Jameson 
Findley of Mason, Ariz.

Cecil Culver was born 
October 29, 1903 in
Whitesboro, Tex. where he 
graduated from high school. 
He married Norene 
Ragsdale in August of 1924. 
In 1929. Norene gave birth 
to Cecil, Jr. That same year, 
Cecil moved to Groom to 
accept the assistant cashier 
position at the State National 
Bank. Some of Cecil’s duties 
were building a fire in the 
basem ent furnace every 
morning and bringing in a 
fresh bucket of water; there 
was no indoor plumbing. 
Three people worked in the 
bank with work hours being 
7:30 a.m. until S or 6:00p.m. 
Everything went fairly well 
until the depression set in 
around the early thirties. 
Those years were difficult 
because there was no money 
to lend to the customers. 
Toward the end of the 
thirties improvements were 
noted.

In 1932, Cecil was elected 
cashier and managing 
officer of the bank, elected a

Cecil was a member of 
many civic and community 
services including Groom 
Fire Dept., Lions Club, 
Masonikc Lodge, Mayor of 
Groom, Groom Hospital 
Board, Panhandle Regional 
Health Council.

Carson County ‘Unit 
of Water, Inc., Red Cross, 
USO, Boy Scouts of 
America, Groom Little 
Theatre, Deputy Sheriff of 
Carson County, Advisory 
Committee of Draft Board 
during World War II, War 
and Savings Bonds sales, 
American Heart Associa­
tion, Panhandle Plains 
Historical Society and Texas

Panhandle Heritage Foun­
dation, Inc. Also Cecil 
Culver plays an important 
role in the Groom Day 
Celebration each year. He 
founded the seventy-fifth 
Bank anniversary celebra­
tion. It was such a big 
success that he and the 
community decided to 
celebrate Groom Day every 
year on the first weekend of 
August.

In 1978, Cecil retired from 
the State National Bank after 
forty-nine years of service 
and dedication.

Cecil says he likes Groom 
because of the good people. 
He also feels that Groom is a 
good place to farm and raise 
children. He especially 
commends the excellent 
school system.

Cecil’s wife, Norene, and 
son. Cecil, J r ., are 
both deceased. He has three 
g r a n d d a u g h te r s ,  Pam 
Downing.

The indictment returned 
Thursday by a Carson 
County grand jury names 
Kenneth Glenn Milner of 
Panhandle on a charge of 
murder in connection with 
the Friday the 13th shooting 
death of Frankie Gasper 
Garcia, a 17-year-0ld 
Panhandle High School 
student.

Milner was indicted on 
two charges of attempted 
murder in the subbing of 
Jimmy Britten of Groom and 
in the wounding of 
Panhandle High School 
principal Ken Williams 
during the early hours of 
July 14.

Sources have confirmed to 
The Pampa News that the 
grand jury was convened in 
the case less than a week 
after the murder and 
assaults because of what one 
termed “ an iron-dad case, 
complete with confessions.”

Investigators contend that 
Garcia was shot as an occult 
sacrifice in a decaying barn 
located next to an aban­
doned farm house northwest 
of here known to local youth 
as "the haunted house.”

Earlier this week, Carson 
County District Attorney 
David McCoy said, "We’re 
looking at the possibility of 
satanic involvement” in the 
shooting death.

Britten was stabbed at his 
home about 1:30 a.m. Satur­
day. a few hours after Garcia 
w as shot to death. He was 
tre a te d  at a local hospital 
and released the same day.

A b o u t tw o  h o u rs  la te r ,  
officers sa id , W illiam s was 
shot twice through the door 
of his home.

Williams, formerly the 
assistant principal at Horace 
Mann Junior High School 
and baseball coach at 
Amarillo Palo Duro High 
School, was wounded in the 
abdomen and leg. He was 
listed in satisfactory condi­
tion at Northwest Texas 
Hospital in Amarillo 
Thursday.

District Judge John T. 
Forbis of Childress issued a 
gag order in the case earlier 
this week, restricting law 
enforcement agencies from 
r e le a s in g  in fo rm a tio n  
pertaining to M ilner's 
activities.

But he designated McCoy 
as official spokesman for the 
case.

Steve Sherwood, who 
graduated from Panhandle 
High School with Milner last 
year, said Milner was open 
about his involvement with 
the occult.

It wasn’t a secret, he told 
people about it,” Sherwood 
said. "He told a group I was 
in that he worshiped the
devil.”

Milner had no prior 
criminal record. Panhandle 
police said, but they noted 
that an officer helped talk 
Milner into climbing down 
from the city’s water tower 
three years ago when he 
threatened suicide.

Court officials said no 
attorney had been appointed 
yet to defend Milner, 
preventing him from being 
arraigned on the three
charges. Appointment of an
attorney should come within 
a week, Forbis said.
