The months of March 
and April are the time of 
year when several important 
reporting deadlines take 
place for Social Security 
beneficiaries and workers.

In 1994 if you received 
Social Security benefits while 
working and earning above 
the annual limit, you need 
to report your earnings to 
Social Security no later than 
April 17, 1995. The 1994 
limits were 58,040 for 
people under 65 and' 
$11,160 for people 65-69.

If you were age 70 for the 
entire year, the earnings 
limits do not apply to you.

If you are self-employed, 
it is time for you to report 
your earnings and pay Social 
Security tax with your 
income tax return. If you 
operate a  trade, business, or 
profession, either by your 
self or as a partner, and 
have actual net earnings of 
5400 or more this year, you 
must report your earnings 
on Schedule SE. The 
deadline for filing your 
income tax return is April 
17, 1995.

Due to the 
number of felony pursuit 
situations in our county, the 
C om m issio n er’s C ourt 
agreed to the purchase of 
the Stinger Spikes in an 
effort to reduce hazards to 
the officers, citizens and 
even the suspects. The 
Stinger Spikes are a tire 
deflating tool which can be 
deployed by officers in a 
matter of seconds to insert 
surgically sharp, hollow 
stainless steel spikes into the 
tires of evading vehicles. 
The Stingers are a device 
which can be thrown across 
one lane of traffic in front 
of the vehicle which refuses 
to stop. When the suspect 
vehicle runs over the 
Stingers the rocking arm 
action of the frame pushes 
the spikes into the tires 
causing the tires to deflate 
completely within 25-30 
seconds from the time of 
insertion. The Stinger 
Spikes can withstand speeds 
up to 115 miles per hour. 
All five of our cars are now 
equipped with the Stingers 
as are all Texas Highway 
Patrol cars in our area.

Social Security provides a 
monthly annu ty to eligible 
survivors whc i an insured 
worker dies. For a young 
w orker w iih average 
earnings who < lies at age 25, 
that monthly jaymcnt could 
be as much & $1,574 for a 
surviving spot se and two 
children and would be 
worth as m ud ' as $333,000. 
And the mo ithly benefits 
increase an lually with 
changes in cos of living.

In fairness, the television 
advertiser mi, Jit say that 
they are actus ly referring to 
what Social Sxurity calls a 
‘lump sum t eath benefit.’ 
This lump sum death 
benefit is a one-time 
payment of $ !55 - and it is 
paid in adc ition to any 
monthly survivors insurance 
benefits that ire due. The 
lump-sum d  rath payment 
was intended to be 'only a 
modest amc unt to help 
meet the s; edal expenses 
connected with the worker’s 
last illness a n  I death.*

The luir p-sum death 
payment hot, in fact, 
become a sort of 'oddity* in 
th e  S o c it  I S e c u r i ty  
program - a id  in this case 
has become a hook for 
dever adverti era to hang an 
argument oo.

When vie vers hear the 
complaint ibout Social 
Security nnd funeral 
expenses, they should 
remember that the average 
lifetime annuity paid by 
Social Securiy to survivors 
is worth mi ch more than 
the value of most individual 
life insurance policies. That 
is something o think about.

AUSTIN - Senator John 
Whitmire (D -H ouston), 
Chairman of the Senate 
Committee on Criminal 
Justice and Senator Mario 
Gallegos (D-Houston) will 
introduce an amendment to 
Senate Bill 1 to modify the 
Slate’s No-Pass, No-Play 
Rule. Whitmire and 
Gallegos will offer the 
a m e n d m e n t  a t  t he  
W ednesday, M arch 8 
hearing of the Senate 
Education Committee.

The offered amendment 
provides a three week 
suspension for a student 
who fails one class, as 
opposed to the current six- 
week standard suspension. 
A student who fails any 
classes thereafter faces 
suspension for the full six 
weeks. Under the offered 
amendment, a student 
suspended under the no­
pass, no-play rule may be 
permitted to practice or 
rehearse with other students 
for an extracurricular 
activity but may not 
participate in a competition 
o r  o t h e r  p u b l i c  
performance. A school 
district that suspends a 
student under this section is 
encouraged to provide 
tutoring to the student in 
each subject in which the 
student received a grade 
lower than the equivalent of 
70 or a scale of 100.

"I think everyone agrees 
no-pass, no-play is a good 
idea and has served the 
state well," said Whitmire. 
"I continue to believe in the 
underlying reason behind 
the rule but ten years later
