Groom’s Ambulance
Service is the oldest in tle
State of Texas. It has bein
in continuous service sine
1961 when the ambulane
was provided by Schooer
Funeral Home. Al Homer
was one of the origial
charter volunteers and is
still an honorary member of

the service.

Five of Groom’s
volunteers have their
Intermediate  Certificates

and are trained in advanced
life support systems. They
are also trained to use a
difibulator. (A machine
that sends an electrical joit
to the heart when it stops
beating in an atternpt to
restart it.) The Groom
Ambulance Service now has
a difibulator on board it’s
ambulance.

The service also has four
members certified in basic
life support. There are a
total of 16 active volunteers
