The Groom Tigers bested
the Chillicothe Eagles in an
exciting game last week, 62-
50

The Tigers were off to a
rocky start as the Eagles
returned the opening kick-
off 75 yards to score. Their
extra point was good.
Chillicothe then went for a
touchdown on a turn over
and the kick was good to
bring the score to 16-0.

Toby Burgin broke the

hex with a 65 yard
interception return.  Justin
Ritter managed an 11 yard
run for a touch down and
also kicked the field goal to
bring the score up to 16-14
The Eagles pulled in a 15
yard run and a good kick to
end the first quarter 14-24.
Groom came into the
2nd quarter fired up,
scoring three times to the
Eagles one. Justin Ritter
scored twice, a 9 yard run

and a 55 yard pass from
Brad Sustaire. The kick
was good by Ritter on the
first extra point and the
pass was good to Evan
Crowell from Sustaire on
the second.

Toby Burgin scored on a
one yard run. Ritter kicked
the extra point.

Chillicothe scored one
touchdown on a 42 yard
run. The 1st half ended
with Groom slightly ahead,

32-37.

Groom dominated the
3rd quarter with 3 more
touchdowns by Justin Ritter.
He had a 25 yard run and
two 30 yard runs. He also
ran in the extra point on
the last touchdown.

The Eagles came back
with a 35 yard pass to score
ending the 3rd quarter 40-
56.

During the 4th quarter

It is said that the more
things change, the more
they stay the same. The
reality of this old saying is
coming true in Groom this
year. History is coming full
circle with the culmination
of this years Homecoming
celebration.

In the school year of
1940-41, Groom had it’s
very first Homecoming
celebration. Groom School
was 37 years old. Difficuity
in travel being what it was
in years past, it had not
occurred to them to have
one. The whole town was
excited by the idea.
According to reports from
"The Groom News", ex-es
from as much as 600 miles
away come to the event.

The interesting parallel is
that Groom was playing 6-
Man football. The town
had been moved to the 6-
Man category just the year
before, and, boy, were they
having success!

They had won district the
year before and were off to
a great start. Some of
today’s team, you could say,
got their start from that
team. At least two of
today’s team had grand
fathers that played on that
infamous team in 1940.
Others may have had
relatives.

The Groom Tigers of
1940 ended their second 6-
Man season with 20 straight

wins. They recei
Amarillo  Globe Ncws
Trophy for the

Championship of the
Panhandle. Some of the
teams they plaved were
Dodson, Price Memorial
College, Medicine Mound,
Vega, Adrian, Booker,
Alanreed, Divide, and
Sparenberg.

Booker was their District
Championship game.
Divide and Sparenberg must
have amounted to what
today would have been
Area and Regional.

Members of the 1940
team were (according to the
1941 annual) Captains Jack
Kuehler, and John Angel,
G.C. Whatley, John
Townsend, Kenneth Burns,
Roy Dale Andrews, Ebey
Clark, Troy Whatley, Austin
Croweli, Kenneth Black, Art
Brltten, Glen ~ 'Watley,

Lightning Smith as reserves
for the team. Butch Clark
was the team’s coach.

Betty Louis Hodges was
crowned Groom’s  first
Homecoming Queen. The
game was played on
"Fireman’s Field". (Does
anyone know why it was
called that?) The field was
about in the same place but
ran north and south. (An

In case of an independent
student, the taxes must have been paid by the
student. In the case of a dependent student,
the applicant may use the tax receipt of a
parent or guardian.

2. Out-of-District

A student who is a legal resident of Texas,
but who resides outside the Clarendon
College District. Students classified as out-
of-district will continue to be so during the
time they remain in school for consecutive
academic years. However, any student who
continuously resides in Donley County for a
12-month period wj i
may be reclassified by the Dean of Students
as an in-district-student.

3. Out-of-State Residence
