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Stop.Bagworms In Their Tracks
By Treating Trees & Shrubs Now

Bagworms are one ‘of

the ma)jor pests of
junipers and other (trdes
and shrubs in Texds
Spring  hatch  usually

occurs late-May to early-
June in  the Texhs
Panhandle. Hatching s
usually completed in
about three weeks
Insecticide  control s
most effective about migd-
June when the bagworms
are small, says Jody
Bradford, County
Extension Agent.

In the spring, bagworin

larvac emerge from
hatching eggs inside last
year's bags and begin

feeding on foliage. They
soon begin to construgt
their own protective bag
of silk, twigs and leaves,
making them camouflaged
and hard to see. As the
larvae and their bags
continue to grow, contral
becomes more difficult.

Bagworms feed
throu| t the summer
months, building  their

bags until the bags are

HARVEY'S

about 1 1/2 inches long,
Bradford adds In the
fall, the bagworms

become adults, mate and

the females lay eggs
inside their bags. They
then overwinter in these

bags in the egg stage on
trees and shrubs. Each
overwintering female bag
on a tree contains from
500 to 1500 eggs.

Since the bagworm
only completes one
generation a year and
spreads very slowly from
plant to plant, picking the
bags off infested plants
in the winter will help a
lot toward controlling this
pest, says Bradford. But
if bagworms were present
on plants last year and
control measures were
not applied, chances are
very good that an

insecticide will be needed
this spring.

Insecticides which can
be wused to control

bagworms include sevin,
diazinon, malathion and
orthene. The biological
