Guided reading leads 
to the independent 
leading that builds the
process; it is the heart of 
a balanced literacy 
program. The purpose of 
guided reading is to 
suable children to use

K indergarten through 
aecood grade is a time 
when students learn to 
read. In the third grade 
and up, the students must 
read to learn.

The balanced literacy 
program is connected to 
the Reading Recovery 
Program that was 
implemented two years 
ago in the McLean 
Elementary.

Mrs. Glass gave the 
over-all structure for the 
p r o g r a m .  T h e
components for balanced 
Literacy are Reading 
Aloud. Shared Reading. 
G u i d e d  R e a d i n g ,  
Independent Reading,

Guided Writing and 
W ritin g  W o rk sh o p , 
Interactive Writing, and 
Shared Writing. Mrs. 
Glass also shared what 
the balanced literacy was 
for first grade.

Mrs. Sanders shared 
som e c la s s  w ork 
com pleted by her 
s t u d e n t s .

Reading Recovery serves 
one student at a time. 
Where as a guided 
reading group consists of 
three to five students 
working on the same 
skills.

Ms. Greer shared the 
aspects of balanced 
literacy for second grade. 
One of the main 
differences for second 
grade is they go from 
oral reading to silent 
reading. They also start 
literacy circles in second 
grade. A major
emphasis is put on 
writing. If t  student can 
write a word then that 
student can read the 
word. Reading and 
writing go hand in hand.

Mr. Crockett praised 
the program and the 
work the teachers put 
into the program to make 
it work. The success of 
the program is seen in 
the children who leave 
reading recovery and the 
faces of the children who 
discover that they CAN 
read.
