Agaln«i th * adrle® <>f all w iseacre*, 
two brothers from Kansas City bought It, and 
equipped It with fi.*W»I heater* of the controlled 
or grudunted l)|v. With 35 v,r h> |s»t* to the acre, 
the filing was done for four nights at the time the 
apples were In hi,mm. They harvested a crop of 
l.'i.isz, barrels, valued at gl.*>.l*Nl. and It was the 
only crop In that fruit-growing territory.
