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Study of Constitution in the Schools 
WaSte of Time Needed for Other Things

I  ooxumlcr the atudy of the Constitution a sheer waste of tune for 
the pupils of the schools, especially of the high schools.

Who understands the Constitution?
It  has been the custom to have in the high schools, textbooks on hits 

Constitution and to teach from them as though through them the instruc­
tors were actually imparting the science of government. In the fret
place, the Constitution is a legal document beyond the comprehension of 
the pupils of our elementary and high school*. It is true that there art 
parts of the Constitution which are simple enough. The student may 
learn from it how old a man must be before he can be a member of con­
gress or of the senate and such details, but the principles euuuciated in 
the instrument are beyond his depth.

As a matter of fact, a decision of the Supreme court is required on 
any one clause when an application is made to com rete cases. This is *<« 
true that the working Constitution is made up of decision* of the Supreme 
court rather than of the text of the Constitution itself.

I  would not give the impression that 1 do not regard the Constitu­
tion of the United States as worthy of study ; but I do mean that it is a 
study not for immature boys and girls, but for college students and for 
citizens of mature judgment. Thousand* of citizens know nothing about 
it at all and seem none the worse for it. The constitution of Great Brit­
ain ia not even a wntten one, and yet the empire survive*.

The caarntial fact* relating to our'government which are referred 
to in the Constitution can be taught orally or from some small textbook 
The diacuasion of the principles included in the document, on which sr 
much time is now spent in the high schools, might well be left until the 
student has the right to vote. There is no reason why their study should 
be inflicted upon children of sixteen, especially when there are so many 
more important subject* which should have attention.

Balance of Power Held by Women Who 
Have Vote in Twelve Suffrage States

There are, excluding aliens, minors and everyone to whom the antis 
could find an objection, 4,034,51*4 women qualified to vote in ths coming 
•lections.

Tha 12 suffrage st ates control one-fifth of the electoral rcdlcge and 
one-Uurd of the votes necessary to elect a president In the last 20 yesrs 
it would have required a change of only one-ninth of the total vote cast 
to throw the election in any of the suffrage state* to the other juirty.

In the last five president isl e'etlion* no one of the suffrage state* 
has gone steadily for any one party. A* for cnngressonal elections, much 
the same situation exists. Women vote for members of both houses in 
11 state*; in Illinois ths women vote only at a municipal election.

Sine* 18S6 not one of tlie district# in these state* lias been carried 
steadily by the Democratic party, and only five have been held in the 
Republican column. In two-third* of the election# of this period less 
than 10 per cent of the total vote cast would have served to change ths 
•lections

Women cannot alwavs agree, cannot always stand as a united politi­
cal fonw Ths important thing is that they should keep their direct, 
clear vision of whst politics is, should be side always to forget the local 
and the personal as they are now forgetting them, to see the nation a* a 
whole, to keep what one of their leaders tails "the great throb of faith tliat 
has been renewed in their blood by this movement among free women 
to help the uniree.”

Phthisis Most Common of Diseases But 
Many Conquer Germ Without Knowing It

It ia commonly believed that tuberculosis is a disease of adults. Thii 
is s mistake. Tuberculosis is alrmat entirely a childhood disease. Thai 
ia to say, the primary invasion takes place in childhood and the germs lu 
in a quiescent stage until under certain conditions of exposure, over- 
fatigue or self-indulgence they break forth and become active. Eighty- 
five per cent of all persona lists had the dierase in their bod.es by ths 
time they are fifteen years of age. It is the commonest of all disease*, 
and in epits of the fact that it kills more people annually than all the 
other diseases combined, if pneumonia is excepted, death is not the com­
mon termination of the diaeeea. Many people conquer the germ without 
ever knowing of its presence.

Ninety-nine per cent of the babies who are infected with tubercu­
losis in ths first month of their life die. Ninety per cent of those who 
contract the disease in the first year die. With the increasing resistance 
of the body this percentage is lowered, and only 35 per cent of ths babies 
who contract tlis disease in their tnvn l year die.
