Culture and Handling of Datheen*.
The dasheen Is grown from whole 

tubers weighing a few ounces. They 
require a frostless season of at least 
seven months with plenty of moisture. 
A moist but well-drained, rich, sandy 
loam has been found to he a satisfac­
tory Roll for dasheen culture. A large 
pro|s>rtion of either clay or tnuck in 
the soil produces strong-flavored, tough 
conns which are often unlit for table 
use. l.arge crops are produced under 
such conditions, however, and make ex­
cellent stock feed.

The crop Is planted In Febniary In 
snutlibm Florida and as late as the 
early part o f April In South Carolina. 
The plants are spaced about 3l j  by 
feet. Da sheens may be dug for home 
use by the middle of September and 
the main crop enn be harvested at any 
time after the last of October. The 
clumps o f tubers are left on the sur­
face of the ground for several days to 
dry. The tops and small roots are 
then broken off and the dnshoens 
placed In storage.

The dasheen Is a good shipper and Is 
handled hy the carriers at the same 
freight rates ns potatoes. The vege­
table has already found Its way into a 
number of northern markets.

and Fever Tick.

<11*«-rises of live stock pasture rotation 
Is essential. In the control of stomach 
and Intestinal worms In sheep, hogs 
and cattle. Intelligent rotation covering 
definite periods, based upon longevity 
and life history of the pests. Is now 
recognized ns the most available and 
economical plan.

The fever cattle tick mny be perma­
nently eradicated by positive rotation. 
It has been found that If cattle and 
horses are removed from a pasture 
during the summer months it becomes 
free from ticks. During the winter If 
infested cattle nre run upon a cornfield 
or other cultivated field upon which no 
animals have been during the summer 
all the ticks will drop off. after which 
the animals may be placed upon the 
pasture that was freed of ticks dur­
ing the previous summer. The Ten­
nessee experiment station has pre­
pared a bulletin upon the eradication 
of the tick hy pasture rotation meth­
ods, which may be hail on application.

Pack into a large cas­
serole In layers, alternating u mixture 
of half a can of peas und a cupful of 
mushrooms mixed; cover with a quart 
o f well-sensoued soup stock, a half 
teaspoonful o f onion Juice and ft tea­
spoon ful of powered mint. Hake slow­
ly for three hours In a moderately hot 
oven.

Let stand several hours, adding a 
quart of water and Ice as needed when 
serving.

Amber Marmalade-—Cut In thin 
slices a well-washed lemon, grapefruit 
and orange, remove the seeds and 
cover overnight with twelve cupfuls o f 
water. The next day cook the fruit 
until tender, then set away again over­
night ; the next day add ten cupfnls of 
sugar and cook until It la thick. Put 
In glasses and seal when cold. This 
Is a most delicious preserve to serve 
with toast and tea.

The boy who gets out early In the 
morning in his young garden anil bfr 
gins to pick squash hugs, cucumber 
beetles, potato hugs, and such slugs 
and cut und wire worms as are In 
eight, with his thumb and forefinger 
aud drop them In a deep can. will do 
more good than poison could do la 
three days, says a writer In the Amer­
ican Boy.

Pour boiling hot water Into the tin 
holding these Insects to make sure 
they are killed. Go the rounds every 
morning. Do not wait until after 
school, or late In the day, because they 
have feasted and crawled away to 
sleep and rest—most of them. Do not 
try to pick them at noon because they 
hide underground or behind leaves to 
get out o f the hot sun. But bright 
and early In the morning they com* 
out with the sparkling dew to get 
busy and eut the good things you 
have planted. Get up an hour earlier 
three mornings a week Just to de 
this, and the result will repay you ten 
times over when your garden begin* 
to supply you with peas and beans and 
cucumbers and lettuce aud radishes 
and many other delicacies.

In rheumatism or pleurisy; to tumors 
o f the nose and paralysis o f the throat, 
swellings o f the throat, foreign bod­
ies, or weakness o f the respiratory 
passages, fluid in the chest cavity, ad­
hesions between the lungs and chest 
walls, loss of elasticity o f the lungs, 
etc. Where the difficulty Is great the 
accessory muscles o f respiration are 
brought Into play. In great dyspnea 
the horse stands with his front feet 
apart, with ills neck straight out, and 
his head extended upon his neck. The 
nostrils are widely dilated, the face 
has an anxious expression, the eye­
balls protrude, the up-and-down mo­
tion o f the larynx is aggravated, the 
amplitude of the movement of the 
chest walls increased, and the flanks 
heave.

The expired air Is o f about the tem­
perature o f the body. It contains con­
siderable moisture, and It should 
come with equal force from each nos­
tril and should not huve an unpleasant 
odor. I f  the stream o f air from one 
nostril Is stronger than the other, 
there Is an Indication o f an obstruc­
tion In a nasal chamber. I f  the air 
possesses a bad odor. It Is usually an 
indication o f putrefaction o f u tissue 
or secretion In some part of the 
respiratory tract A  bad odor Is 
found where there Is necrosis o f the 
bone In the nasal passages or In 
chronic catarrh. An ulcerating tu­
mor of the nose or throat may cause 
the breath to have an offensive odor. 
The most offensive breath occur* 
where there Is necrosis, or gangrene, 
o f the lungs.

In some diseases there Is a dis­
charge from the nose. In order to de­
termine the significance o f the dis­
charge It should be examined closely, 
< >ne should ascertain whether It comes 
from one or both nostrils. I f  but from 
one nostril. It probably originates In 
the head. The color should be noted. 
A thin, watery discharge can be com­
posed of serum, and It occurs In the 
earlier stages o f coryza, or nasal ca­
tarrh. An opalescent, slightly tinted 
discharge Is composed o f mucus and 
indicates a little more severe Irrita­
tion. I f  the discharge Is sticky and 
puslike a deeper difficulty or more ad­
vanced irritation Is Indicated. I f  the 
discharge contains flakes and clumps 
o f more or less dried, agglutlneted 
particles, It Is probable that It orig­
inates within a cavity o f the head, 
as the slnusea or guttural pouches.

Examining Naaal Passage.
In examining the Interior of the 

nasal passage one should remember 
that the normal color o f the mucous 
membrane Is a rosy pink and that Its 
surface Is smooth. I f  ulcers, nodules, 
swellings, or tumors are found, these 
Indicate disease.

Between the lower Jaw there are 
several clusters of lymphatic glands. 
These glands are so small and so soft 
that it Is difficult to find them by feel­
ing through the skin, but wtica a 
suppurative disease exists In the 
oert of the respiratory truct

er the lung contains a normal amount 
of air or not. If, ns In pneumonia, 
air has been displaced by Inflamma­
tory product occupying the air space, 
or If fluid collects in the lower pari 
of the chest, the percussion sound ta*- 
comes dull. I f  there Is an excess of 
nlr In the chest cavity, the percus­
sion sound becomes abnormally loud 
and clear. As the air goes In and 
out of the lungs a certain soft sound 
Is made which can b"1 heard distinctly, 
especially upon Inspiration. This sound 
Is Intensified by anything that accel­
erates the rate of respiration, such as 
exercise. This soft, rustling sound Is 

| known as vesicular murmur, and signi­
fies that the lung contains air und Is 
functionally active. The vesicular mur­
mur Is weakened when there Is an In­
flammatory Infiltration of the lung tis­
sue or when the lungs are compressed 
by fluid In the chest cavity. It dis­
appears when air is excluded by the 
accumulation of Inflammatory product, 
us in pneumonia, and when the lungs 
are compressed by fluid In the chest 
cavity. The vesicular murmur becomes 
rough and hnrsh In the early stages 
o f Inflammation of the lungs, and this 
is often the first sign of the beginning 
o f pneumonia.

Bronchial M u rm u r.
By applying the ear over the lower 

part of the windpipe In front of the 
breastbone a somewhat harsh, blow- 
lng sound may be heard. This Is 
known as the bronchial murmur and 
la heard In normal condition near the 
lower part of the trachea and in a 
limited extent In the anterior por­
tions of the lungs after sharp exercise. 
When the bronchial murmur la heard 
over other portions o f the fangs, it 
may signify that the lunga are more 
or less solidified by disease and the 
blowing bronchial murmur Is trans­
mitted through this solid lung to the 
ear from a distant part of the chest. 
The bronchial murmur In an abnormal 
place signifies that there exists 
pneumonia or that the lungs are com­
pressed by fluid In the chest cavity.

Additional sounds are heard In the 
lungs In some diseased conditions. For 
example, when fluid collects In the air 
passage* and the air Is forced through 
It or Is caused to pass through tubes 
containing secretions or pus. Such 
sounds are of a gurgling or bubbling 
nature and are known as mucous 
rales. Mucous rales are spoken of aa 
being large or small as they are di*. 
tlnct or Indistinct, depending upon 
the quantity of fluid that Is present 
nnd the size of the tube In which this 
sound Is produced. Mucous rales oc­
cur In pneumonia after the solidified 
parts begin to break down at the end 
o f the disease. They occur In bron­
chitis and In tuberculosis, where there 
la an excess of secretion.
