The Cause of Blackleg
Blackleg is caused by a small 

germ, an organism about one 
three thousandth of an inch long 
This organism multiplies very 
rapidly by one organism divid­
ing into two individuals and 
these again dividing in the same 
way. Also by producting very 
much smaller spores or seeds. 
The spores are very hardy and 
resist extreme heat and cold, r e ­
maining alive sometimes for 
many years As a consequence 
when a pasture, corral or feed 
lot is ouee contaminated with the 
organism there  is no telling how 
long it will harbor the  infection 
Disinfecting such premises is im 
practical. Safety lies in vaccina­
tion. In all contagious or germ 
diseases the animals most likely 
to get sick are those whose con­
stitution is more or less weaken­
ed from any cause—at weaning 
time, after changing from pooriy 
fed to heavy feeding or vica 
versa. Immunizing beforehand 
insures safety. Highly bred 
calves are also more susceptible 
tban scrubs. Many operators 
report perfect results when they 
vaccinate at the same time they 
brand, dehorn, or castrate . Vac 
cinate any time for blackleg

When a calf is turned upon in ­
fected ground it picks up some 
of the spores which gain e n ­
trance to the body in various 
ways—through the bruised skin, 
through the mouth either with 
the food and water or merely by 
the animal licking itself These 
spores immediately come intt 
active life, begin to grow and 
multiply, and if the animal is a 
susceptable one it contracts the 
disease if it is immune the 
germ will have no effect what 
ever upon it Therefore, im 
>nunize the calf with a reliable 

I vaccine before it picks up these 
organisms.

History Repeating Itself
Reading the following extract, 

is there a single line or word 
which is untrue of the German 
theory of invasion?

“ One third of France lias been 
given over to tire and sword. 
For .'$00 or 400 miles vast armies 
have poured on. Every  village 
they have passed through has 
been the victim of what is only 
organized pillage. Every city 
has been practically sacked, ran 
sacted on system; its citizens 
plundered, its civil officials offi­
cials terrorized, imprisoned, out 
raged or killed. The civil popu 
lation has been, contrary to the 
usage of modem warfare, forced 
to serve the invading armies, 
brutally put to death, reduced to 
wholesale starvation and desola­
tion. Vast tracts  of the richest 
and most industrious d istricts of 
Europe have been deliberately 
stripped and plunged into famine 
solely in order th a t  the invaders 
might make war cheaply. I r r e ­
gular troops, contrary to all the 
practices of war, have been s.vs 
teinaticlly murdered, and civil 
populations indiscriminately 
massacred, solely to spread ter 
ror. . A regular system of ingen­
ious terrorism has been directed 
against civilians, as horrible as 
anything in the history of civil j 
or religious wars. Large and 
populous cities have been, n o t 1 
once, bnt twenty, th ir ty , forty 
times, bombarded and burnt, and 
women and children in them 
wantonly slaughtered, with the 
so le  object of iuflicting suffering. 
All this has been done, not in 
license or passion, but by the 
calculating ferocity of scientific 
-Soldiers.”

And rtiis is not a comment on 
the present war. It was written 
in the Fortn ightly  Review of 
F e b r u a r y .1871, shortly  before 
the unconditional capitulation < f 
famished Paris, by Frederick 
Harrison, fortunately alive and 
still able to write and express 
nimself usefully for his country  
wid humanity.

The planning of the  ordinary  Amer­

ican farm  dw ellings has been given 
little  a tten tion  by most arch itects. As 
a  resu lt, these dw ellings a re  lacking 
In a ttrac tiveness  and In m any conven­
iences th a t a re  economically possible 
and necessary If country  life fo r those 
who m ake It possible fo r roost people 
to  ex ist Is to  be m ade com fortable anti 
pleasant.

T he Ideal farm house specifications : 
should Include a  ho t a ir  fu rnace  or j 
o ther heating  equipm ent, a m odern 
plum bing system  and  w iring fo r elec­
tr ic  lights. •

T he following a re  regarded  us m ini­
m um  accom m odations:

T hree bedrooms and  one bathroom  
fo r th e  fam ily and one bedroom, w ith 
separa te  to ile t conveniences to ac­
comm odate one or tw o h ired  h a n d s ; 
a  living room, dining room, screened 
living and dining porch, farm  office, 
k itchen, laundry  and washroom , and 
sufficient basem ent spnee fo r heating 
appara tu s, fuel and sto rage of fru it 
and vegetables.

I t  is perm itted  to  p lan  dining room 
and kitchen In com bination, screening 
th e  one from  the o th er by folding 
doors o r otherw ise, and  to  p lan  for 
such a room to  tak e  th e  p lace of a 
sep a ra te  living room, provided there  
Is a  separa te  room on the first floor 
'a rg e  enough to  accom m odate a piano

flimsy construction  of the old fa rm ­
houses and the ir poor a rran g em en t; 
of th e  Inconveniences and  111 hea lth
suffered because of lack  of decent san ­
ita ry  arrangem ents. And one pic­
tu res  by con trast a  so rt of paradise.

Yet no ready reason  appears  why 
th e  fa rm er and hts fam ily and his em ­
ployees a re  not en titled  to  reasonably 
com fortable p laces in w hich to live.

The g rea t advan tage  of the room  
arrangem ent shown In th e  bungalow 
farm house Illu stra ted  lies In the fac t 
th a t th e  living q u a rte rs  and living 
rooms of the fam ily a re  separa ted  
from th e  room s th a t a re  used by the 
hired help. T his arrangem ent applies 
both  to  th e  first and  second floors. 
T his Idea w as recently  brought in to  j 
prom inence by the  M innesota s ta te  
contest fo r prize farm house designs. ; 
Each design had to  incorporate  tills ' 
arrangem ent in som e way.

From  th e  back porch th e  en trance  
leads to  a w ashroom , w here the men 
coming in from  th e ir  w ork cun clean 1 
up, w ithout going in to  the kitchen a t

IS EXPERT WORK

Process Is Just as Technical as 
Manufacture of Piece of 

Cotton Cloth.

MILK IS SKIMMED ON FARM

A good sired  screened porch is like­
wise required. D lnihg space Is to be 
provided fo r a t least 10 o r 12 persons.

P icturing  all th is, one n a tu ra lly  con­
tra s ts  it  w ith  form er days of wood 
stove-heated farm houses, w herein 
chilly d ra f ts  played havoc w ith one's 
good tem p er; of the unheated  bed­
room s, w herein th e  w atef froze In the 
p itc h e r ;  of th e  smoky kerosene lam ps 
th a t  required so much a tte n tio n ; of 
th e  absence of Ice In sum m er; of th e  
absence of screens against the flies 
and m osquitoes; o f the thousand and 
gjn? hardsh ips en tailed  because of the

fo r the transaction  of th e  farm  busi­
ness. In these days of scientific farm ­
ing, the guessing system  Is as useless 
as It would be in uny o th er kind of 
business. T here  m ust be filing and 
records th a t o re  kept on costs and all 
th e  various o ther de ta ils  of a business. 
The farm  office is located so th a t the 
ow ner o r m anager can see all th e  
buildings from  h is room through  the 
w indows on the th ree  sides.

T he k itchen and d in ing  room are  
connected by double fo lding doors, 
w hich can be opened so th a t  the tab le  
can be stre tched  aw ay out long and 
placed betw een these  room s a t thresh- ■ 
lng tim e, silo Ailing, o r fo r the big 
T hanksgiving dinner, w hen a ll th e  
folks are  home.

A fea tu re  o f the basem ent arrange­
m ent Is the  large space th a t is p ro ­
vided in one corner for th e  sto rage of 
fru its  and vegetables. T h is  Is placed 
aw ay from  th e  fu rnace and th e  laun­
d ry  stove, and Is shu t off w ith  a  solid 
m asonry w all.

In ex terio r design th is  farm house 
follow s the populur bungalow  style— 
broad and low, well lighted and com­
fortab le .

Taboo Hotel L ists.

th a t m an consulted when I  assigned 
him  a room ?” asked th e  hotel clerk.

Cream Is T ested, Pasteurized, Cooled 
and “ Ripened” Before O hurning— 

Disease Germs and Bac­
te ria  Destroyed.

One Thing He H ad Learned.
A history  p rofessor a t  one o f the 

B ritish  un iversities recen tly  m et one 
of his old studen ts while hom e on leave 
from  th e  w estern front, and Inquired 
from  him If he had learned  any  p a r­
ticu la r lesson from  the w ar.

“I have found," replied th e  student, 
" th a t It w as a deal easier studying  h is­
tory  than  it la m aking lu ”

T he process of m anufacturing  
cream ery b u tte r  In a m odern factory  Is 
Just as technical a s  the m anufacture  
o f a piece of cotton cloth. In most In­
stances the milk Is skimm ed on the 
farm  by m eans of a hand-operuted cen­
trifuga l separa to r, which ex trac ts  the 
cream  much m ore efficiently than  the 
old-time gravity  system . The cream  
m ay be hauled to th e  cream ery by the 
fa rm er or It may be shipped In from  a 
farm  100 o r m ore m iles aw ay.

As th e  cans of cream  arrive they a re  
Inspected and sam pled in order to d e ­
term ine th e ir  value fo r butterinnking. 
T he cream  Is then  poured Into huge 
vats holding 300, 600, o r m ore gallons. 
In each of w hich Is a coil, o r sim ilar 
device, th a t  w hen pu t In motion agi­
ta tes  th e  cream  and thoroughly mixes 
It. H ot w ate r nnd steam  cun be turned  
Into these coils to  hea t th e  cream . 
In m any cream eries th e  cream  Is heut- 
ed In th is way to a tem pera tu re  of 
about 145 degrees F., held a t th a t tem ­
p era tu re  fo r about 30 m inutes and 
th en  cooled. T he process p  known as 
pasteurization . The object Is to  kill 
any  d isease germ s th a t m ay be In the 
cream  and to  destroy nearly  all o ther 
bacte ria . T his p io tec ts  th e  health  of 
th e  consum er, Im proves th e  keeping 
p ropertie s o f th e  b u tte r, and ennbles 
th e  cream erym an to  control the ripen­
ing  of the cream  and develop the p rop­
e r  flavor; It also Insures a uniform  
flavor in th e  bu tter.

A S ta r te r  Produces Flavor.
By running  cold w a te r through the 

eolla In the v a t the  cream  la cooled to  
a tem p era tu re  o f betw een 60 and 70 
degrees F „ and then a quan tity  of 
■ tarter Is added to  produce th e  flavor. 
T he  s ta r te r  la a cu ltu re  contain ing 
m any m illions o f lactic-acid bacte ria  
grow n In pasteurized  skim milk un til 
th e  milk has Soured and curdled. T he 
lactic-acid bacte ria  produce the desir­
ab le  flavor In ripened-cream  b u tte r. 
W hen th e  cream  Is sufficiently ripened 
or soured It Is cooled to  a tem pera tu re  
of betw een 40 and 60 degree F . and  
held a t thr.t tem pera tu re  fo r tw-o hours 
o r more, a f te r  w hich It la run  Into one 
• ■ churns which have ■ ca­

pacity  o f 1.000 o r m ore pounds of bu t­
te r . A lthough commonly called churns, 
they  really  a re  combined churns and 
w orkers, because, uultkc home bu tte r­
m aking, th e  b u tte r  is both churned 
and  w orked in th e  muehiue.

T he churn  is tilled only one-third or 
one-half full, so th a t when revolved 
th e  cream  w hich Is carried  up by the 
m otion of th e  churn  has plenty of 
room to  fall. T he  concussion thus pro­
duced causes th e  m inute globules of 
h u tte rfu t to  g a th e r in to  granules of 
b u tte r. W hen th e  churn  Is stopped 
a f te r  having been run fo r about an 
hour g ranules of b u tte r about the size 
o f g ru lns of w heat » r corn will bo 
floating on the su rface  of the bu tter­
milk. Then th e  bu tterm ilk  is draw n 
off through a hole in th e  bottom  of the 
churn  and the b u tte r  granules washed 
w ith pure, cold w nter. A fter draining, 
sa lt is added to  th e  g ranu lar butter 
which Is still in th e  churn.

T he big wooden ro llers ure then put 
in to  gear, th e  ehuru  s ta r te d  and the 
b u tte r  worked in  the  churn  until the 
sa lt is all dissolved and the b u tte r  has 
u waxy body. T he  b u tte r  Is removed 
and parked  Into tubs o r m ade Into 
pound p rin ts  and  p u t Into cartons in 
th e  form  in w hich i t  goes to the con­
sum er.

Many Scientific T ests  Made.
Many cream eries hnve well-equipped 

j labora to ries in  w hich th e  numerous 
! scientific te s ts  th a t  nre  a pu rt o f the 

cream ery business a re  made. A sum-

Yes. the m utlles’ fe a tu re s  can be molded Into 

omethlng like a  hum an sem blance, w here It's  the 
f»ce tha t has suffered . B ut th a t is hardly  enough. 
I t  is not enough to  m ake th e  hero fo r ten days, the 

dpple for a life tim e, look like a m an. He m ust 
restored to  rea l liv ing—to  a p a rt In the world 
industry. T h a t Is fo r th e  sake o f Belgium, or 

ante, o r B rita in , o r w hatever his country  may

I have Just had  a ta lk  w ith  Miss G race H arper,
I chief of th e  bu reau  of th e  re-education  of m utlles 
le t  American R ed C ross h ead q u arte rs  In Paris.
I She has show n me e s tim a tes  th a t fo r every mil* 
lllon men placed in  th e  field F rance  coun ts OS Imv- 
Mng to ca re  fo r 50,000 m utlles—5,000 of them  a 
uion'h. And th is  figure does not tak e  account of 

I th ' .--Minded and  w ar-deafened and war-crazed.
“Pleaae do no t q u o te  these  figures as ou r own,"

I «ays the cau tious ctyef. "T hey ure the best esti­
mates we have beeu ab le  to  secure, but they are 

| estimates.
"France Is w orking m irac les In m aking over 

I maimed m en," M iss H a rp e r  goes on, “hut even a t 
the close o f 1917 th e  w ork of reconstruction  has 
not yet caught up  w ith  th e  destruc tive  forces. Un- 
dyr the F rench  system  th e  wounded soldier passes 
from a 'P o st de  Secours ' to  a base hospital, and 
thence to one of the  eleven existing  'C entres de 
^hyslotheraple." At th a t cen te r he receives sur- 
flcal trea tm en t, o r physio therapy , o r both, physio­
therapy m ennlng e lec trica l o r m echanical massage. 
Here he receives a lso  an artificial limb, and bis 
Industrial tra in in g  Is begun—to fit him fo r a new 
Place in th e  social o rganism .

“The F rench  cen te rs  o f physio therapy  a re  enpn- 
bl« of receiv ing less th an  25 p e r cent of th e  mu- 
tiles. H appily  th e  achools o f re-education a re  able 
to take ca re  of som e of those m utlles who must. 
Perforce, forego th e  physlo therapeu tlcs .

"I am tu lk ing  to  you In term s like these beenuse 
the problem Is such a big one, and because our 
own country, too, m u s t realize  som ething of the 
problem we a re  all up  ugalnst, and the support 

I that must be given to  th e  A m erican Red Cross If 
w« are e ith e r  to  be o f m uch help to F rance  or to 
°urselves In th is  business of m aking men out of 
war * w astage. R u t I w an t you to realize  th a t the 
Hed Cross did no t com e to  F ran ce  Just to study.

1. for one, have been In P u rls  since M arch, 1917, 
®od have v isited  p rac tica lly  every large cen te r of 
r,*-educatlonal w ork In F rance , and some of the 
•wall o n e s ; no t all, by any  m eans, fo r nominally 
‘•'ere a re  103 of them . T he Red C ross continues 
to study th e  new  developm ents, th s  new dem ands 
n the field o f re-education , fo r when the Amerl- 

hnaS haa Its fu ll sh a re  of casualties th e  Red 
w hose firs t ta sk  Is to  back up th a t arm y, 

®u»t benefit by F rench  and  B ritish  experience. 
Bnt our rea l p rogram  fo r  helping In F rance  has 
Do*  advanced beyond th e  s tage  of study.

"A superficial exam ination  of ou r field shows 
* ■ :  T he tra in in g  a lread y  provided In F rance  1* 
industrial tra in in g , o r th e  p repara tion  of dls- 
b a rg e d  so ld iers to r  such  Jobs an stenography,
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bookkeeping, school teaching, etc.—alt-down work. 
And yet It Is a fact th a t from 65 to  75 per cen t of 
the French m utlles now adays were, before the 
war, farm ers or farm  laborers. Not all of these 
men should undertake, or nre physically und men­
tally  fitted to undertake, industria l o r city  Jobs. 
Moreover, everyone knows th a t the first g reat 
world peace problem will be the challenge of a 
food shortage. Obviously, ns many m utlles as pos­
sible— France 's today, A m erica’s tom orrow —m ust 
go back to  the land. So It Is the plan  of th e  Amer­
ican lied Cross to  help F rance  In placing some of 
them  there  and, la te r  on, to  help America in  the 
sam e way.”

I ventured to  point out to Miss H arper th a t re­
ports show there a re  31 agricu ltu ral cen te rs in 
operation In Frnnce, bu t Miss H arp e r w as in­
clined to  shake her head. She would not quarrel 
w ith my figures, bu t w ith the Im pression they cre­
ated.

"No doubt,” she said, "hut you m ust rem em ber 
tha t. Judged by A m erican standards, F rance  Is not 
yet In the forefron t of scientific agricu ltu re . 
F rench economists, whose m inds a re  now more 
th an  ever busy w ith the fac ts  o f food production, 
a re  exclaiming a t  the sad  tru th  th a t G erm any, 
w ith a less and Inferio r farm ing area , should, be­
fore the w ar, have exceeded F rance In ag ricu ltu ra l 
production.

“These thirty-one ag ricu ltu ral cen te rs of re-edu­
cation you speak of have opened th e ir doors for 
mutfies. bu t they lack necessary equipm ent, and 
the canny niutlle looks In and, too often, passes 
on. Small wonder, especially if you reflect upon 
his eagerness to get home, to be free  of discipline 
tha t is irksome because It Is (u f te r th ree  years und 
a half of w ar) still discipline.

"France Is teaching her m utlles small trades, cob­
bling, basket-making, ttnsm lthlng, m achine work, 
etc., out w hat the Red Cross w ants above all to 
do is to co-operate In th e  ag ricu ltu ra l movement. 
We who nre world-famous for our ag ricu ltu ra l m a­
chinery m ust provide m otor trac to rs  and o th er me­
chanical equipm ent fo r the schools of re-education. 
Also, we must give expert instruction  in the ra is­
ing of live stock, poultry , rabbits, bees. We m ust 
go in for tra in ing  in ho rticu ltu re . W hen the spring 
of 1918 has come, we should be in a position to 
show you our ngrlculture cen te r In f411 b last, fill­
ing a  part, a t least, of th e  g rea t need I have men­
tioned. And th a t farm  of about 500 acres  w ill be 
situated in one of the richest farm ing  a re a s  of 
France, very close to one of th e  g rea t psychothera­
peutic centers. T h a t is a ll I can very well tell 
you now.

“Of course, th a t one farm  will not solve th e  
whole problem of the w ar m utlle. At least, It will 
nt all tim es take care  of 200 m utlles. I t  will have 
been leased for th ree  years. D airies, sheds, cow- 
ham s sheepcotes. plg-stles, a  forge, m achine shop, 
carpentry  shop—all these  th ings figure In ou r cal­
culations. By spring, w ork of construction  and 
repair will have been accom plished, q u a rte rs  fo r 
men pu t up and some of th e  w ork will have been 
contributed by the m utlles them selves. I t  Is not 
only m ore economical, It Is b e tte r  so. And they  
will get two francs a day wage-- these m u tlle s ; 
flvs francs s  day w han they a re  them ealvae in­
structors."

‘V O r/iM fic jK D eyA R T A r/O A L  A re n s B

Miss H a rp e r is a fo rm er studen t nt the  U niver­
sity  of Chicago, who h as been associated  w ith the 
C hildren 's Aid society and  w ith a n ight club for 
boys and g irls In B oston ; who has tau g h t book­
binding In H averhill, M ass.; who has served with 
th e  M assachusetts In fan t asylum —and w ho first 
entne to deal w ith cripples In helping I>r. R ichard 
Cahcit o rgan ize the K ing's Chapel bureau  fo r the 
handicapped a t  the M assachusetts G eneral hos­
pital. T here  a t'B o sto n  she set a group of cripples 
to work m aking children 's c lo th es; th e ir product 
w as sold from  coast to  coast and a t  good prices. 
T he w ork paid the w orkers com m ercially, as well 
ns helping to  resto re  th e ir s ta tu s  ns independent, 
self-respecting  and respected  citizens.

The chief o f the bu reau  of re-educntlon Is a 
woman, and a fem inine woman. 1 th ink  It would 
seem to th e  antebellum  A m erican mildly d iverting  
If he could cast his eye over the  list o f equipm ent 
fo r th e  lied Cross farm  of re-educntlon which, at 
this point of ou r talk . Miss Grnce H arper perm it­
ted rue to se e : tr a c to r s l p low s! h a rro w s! ex tir­
pators and C anadians (w hatever "C anad ians" nre 
—she told me—but I don’t  re m e m b e r); rollers, 
drills, m anure d is trib u to rs , horse hose, mowing 
m achinery—and I don 't know how m any m achines 
more—6 horses, 15 cows. 1 bull, 100 sheep. 20 pigs. 
15 chicken pens (com prising  1 rooster and 0 h ns 
each), 0 Incubators (210 eggs each), etc.

"L’m ler w ar conditions." Miss H arp e r resum ed, 
“some m utlles ure  prom ptly  in a position to earn  
good w ages in m unition w orks a t  w ages which 
they  will find It hard  to  equal once norm al condi­
tions a re  resto red  by the re tu rn  to  peace. We 
m ust, therefore, w alk ra th e r  carefu lly . If we a re  
in terested  in the re tu rn  to  pence conditions, nml 
Id w hat happens to  th e  m utlles In th e  read ju s t­
m ent. W hat in te res ts  us is th a t 65 per cent of 
farm  laborers Included In the list of m utlles—and 
we m ust reach them , or n t least some of them , 
prom ptly. We m ust get these men s ta rted  on the 
road  th a t leads to  th e  land w hile they a re  still 
under psycotherapeutlc  o r surgical care. F o r tha t 
reason, if for no o ther, the Red C ross m ust com­
bine Its ag ricu ltu ral re-education w ith  Its surgical 
en terp rises. T his tru ln lng  for Ihe fu tu re  m ust be­
gin during convalescence— th a t is, before discharge 
from  th e  arm y Is g rnnted .

“Do not th ink th a t the A m erican Red Cross. In 
Its plan for specializing upon ag ricu ltu ra l re-edu­
cation, disparages or undervalues the fine work of 
the re-educational In s titu tions w hich have preced­
ed It In the field. B ut It ennnot overlook th e  fact 
th a t F ran ce  Is an ag ricu ltu ra l nation  and  th a t, 
a f te r  th e  war, alm ost all th e  w orld will, for a time, 
be som ew here n ear th e  edge of hunger. Did you 
see th is las t evening 's K venem ent?” concluded Miss 
H arper, handing me a clipping.

I had not, bu t I read  It.
“T he commission charged  to  study  for the rad i­

cal p a rty  congress th e  economic reo rgan ization  of 
F rance  tins adopted th e  following conclusions," the 
a rtic le  begins.

"It Is by ag ricu ltu re  th a t F ran ce  can, and m ust 
renew  Itself, for th is  Is th e  base uud source of 
life.

“Too much encouragem ent cannot be given to 
ag ricu ltu ra l production. . . . H enceforth  the u t­
m ost possible qu an tity  of labor should be provided 
to ag ricu ltu re  by th e  m obilization on the land of 
the older m ilitary  c lasses and  of ag ricu ltu ra l spe­
cialists. . .

"T he s ta te  should encourage th e  construction  
ntid use of ag ricu ltu ra l m achinery—especially  tra c ­
tors. . . Scientific ag ricu ltu ra l s ta tio n s  should 
be created  in th e  principal regions of Franco, 
linking the one to th e  o th er by m eans of a cen tra l 
s ta tio n  a t  P aris."

"T h at is a po litic ian 's documen* and you h a re  
no t read  all of It," concluded Miss H arper, as she 
took back the new spaper c lipp ing ; "bu t the p rin ­
ciple Is there , and it  is Justly  enough expressed. 
H ere  is ano ther new spaper artic le . Edmond 
T hery , w riting  In Le M atin of P aris , concludes an 
a rtic le  on ‘O ur A gricu ltu ra l P roduction ' w ith  th e  
w o rd s :

“ T h e  Indispensable ag ricu ltu ra l policy fo r us to  
pu rsue  from  now on has been perfectly  defined by 
th e  o rder of th e  day unanim ously voted by th e  
cham ber of depu ties a t  Its  s ittin g  of O ctober 11, 
and  It can be sum m ed up In tw o c la u s e s : m obilisa­
tion  of ag ricu ltu ra l labor, m obilization of chem ical 
fe rtilize rs .’ "

“So you see," concludes the  chief of th e  bu reau  
fo r th e  re-education of m utlles, “th a t  th e  Am eri­
can B ed Croaa, In seeking to  give F ran ce  m ore 
skilled  ag ricu ltu ris ts , th rough  lta  scientific and  
m echanical Instruction  o f m utlle  fa rm ers  and  farm  
laborers, la only undertak in g  to  express p rac tica lly  
w hat F rench  d epu ties  and  F rench  econom ists de­
c la re  to  be a  v ita l necessity  fo r F rance , s a d  th e re ­
fore  foe F rance’s w arm est M e a d  l a  a ll th e  w priq,"

Savory Stew* and Meat Plea.
Du you know how good they are? 

They may be go varied th a t you can 
uve a different one every dny In the 

week, and all of them delicious. It 
needs only a small piece of m eat to 
give flavor to a hearty  dish.

T ry  them. They can be a whole 
nu-ul uiid n nutritious one. These reci­
pes serve five people.

H ere Is au English stew th a t Is espe­
cially good :

Hot Pot of Motton and Barley.
One pound mutton.
One and a half cupfuls pearled bar­

ley.
One tnhlesimonful salL 
F our potatoes.
Four onions.
Celery tops or o ther seasoning herbs. 
C ut the m utton In small pieces, and 

brown w ith the onion In fa t cut from 
m eat. This will help make th e  m eat 
tender and Improves the flavor. Four 
th is Into a covered saucepan. Add two 
q u a rts  w ater and the barley. Sim m er 
fo r one und a hulf hours. Then add 
th e  potatoes cut In quarters, seasoning 
herbs, and seasoning, and cook one- 
half hour longer.

Beef Stew.
One pound beef.
Four (Hitatoes cut In quarters. 
Q uarter peck pens or one can.
One cupful ca rro ts  cut up sm all. 
One teaspoonful snlt.
Cut the m eat In small pieces nnd 

brown In the fa t from the m eat. Sim­
m er In tw o q u arts  of w ater fo r one 
hour. Add th e  pens and carro ts  and 
cook for one-half hour, then add the 
potatoes. If  canned peas a re  used, 
add them ten  m inutes before serving. 
Serve when potatoes nre  done. 

Different Stews.
H ere Is the way you can change the 

stew s to  m ake them  different and to 
su it the season :

1. T he m eat. T h is  may be any kind 
and more or less than  a pound tnny be 
ls e d . Use the cheap cuts, the flank, 
fuinp, neck, o r b r isk e t The long, slow 
rooking m akes them  tender. Game 
and poultry  a re  good.

2. 1’otatoes and barley may be used 
or barley alone, o r rice hominy, or 
m acaroni.

3. Vegetables. — C arrots, turnips, 
onions, peas, beans, cabbage, tom atoes 
nre  good, canned o r fresh. Use one 
or more of these, ns you wish.

4. Parsley , celery tops, onion tops, 
seasoning herbs, o r chopped sw eet pep­
pers add to the flavor.

5. Many left-overs may be used—not 
only m eat and vegetables, but rice or 
hominy.

How to Cook the Stews.
All kinds of stew s a re  cooked In 

Just about the sam e way. H ere are  
directions which will serve fo r m ak­
ing alm ost any kind.

C ut thp m eat In smnll pieces and 
brown with the onion In the fa t  cut 
from the m eat. Add the sa lt nnd pep­
per, seasoning vegetables (onion, cel­
ery tops, etc.), tw o q uarts  of w ater, 
and the rice, o r o ther cereal. If It Is 
to be used. Cook for an hour, then 
add the vegetables except potatoes. 
Cook the stew  fo r ha lf an hour, odd 
th e  po tatoes cut In quarters, cook for 
ano ther ha lf an hour, and serve.

The flreless cooker may well be used, 
th e  m eat and th e  vegetables being put 
In a t the sam e time.

Left-overs or canned vegetables need 
only to  be heated through. Add them 
15 m inutes before serving.

D ried pens or beans should be snnk- 
ed overnight nnd cooked for th ree  
hou rs before adding to the s te w ; or, 
better, cook them  overnight In a  fire- 
less cooker.

Meat Pies.
A nother good way to use a little  

m eat. H ave you ever used rice, corn- 
meal mush, or hominy for n c rust?  
T tds Is less work than  a pastry  crust 
and saves w heat.

F our cupfuls cooked cornraeal, rice, 
or hominy.

One onion, two cupfuls tom ato, 
eighth teaspoonful pepper.

One tablespoonful fa t.
Ope pound raw  m eat or 

m eat cut up small.
O ne-half teaspoonful salt.
Melt the faL add th e  sliced onion, 

and If raw  m eat Is used, add it  and 
s t ir  until the  red color d isappears. 
Add the tom ato and seasoning. If 
cooked m eat Is used, add It w ith the 
tom ato nnd seasoning, a f te r  th e  onion 
,s browned, and heat through. G rease 
,  baking dish, pu t In a layer o f the 
cereal add the m eat and gravy, and 
cover w lth the cereal dotted w ith f a t  
Bake for half an hour.

T h is is the nam e of ai m eatj> le with

Corn Dodger.
Two cupfuls cornm eal, one teaspoon­

ful salt, two tenspoonfuls fa t, one and 
three-fourths cupful boiling w ater.

Pour the boiling w ater over the  
j other m aterials. B eat well. W hen 
cool, form Into thin cakes and bake 

j -,0 m inutes in a hot oven. Make 14 
biscuits. These crisp  little  b iscuits 
are good w ith b u tte r o r gravy. E at 
them with your mont nnd vegetables.

Corn Bread.
Dorn bread Is a  good artic le—Is espe­

cially good made w ith sour milk and 
soda ; but sw eet milk and baking pow­
der a re  sa tisfactory . Eggs Improve 
the flavor and add to  the food value, 
but may be om itted If too expensive.

No. 1. Two cupfuls cornm eal, tw o 
cupfuls sw eet m ilk (whole o r sk im ), 
four teaspoonfuls baking pow der, 
one tnhlespoonful sugar, tw o table- 
spoonfuls fa t. one teaspoonful salL 
one egg (may be om itted).

No. 2. Two cupfuls cornm eal, tw o 
cupfuls sour milk, one tenspoonful 
soda, one tablespoonful sugar, two ta- 
blespoonfttls fa t, one tenspoonful salL  
one egg (m ay be om itted).

Mix Ingredients. Add milk, well- 
beaten egg, and m elted fa t. Beat well. 
Bake In shallow pan fo r about 30 
minutes.

Spoon Bread.
An Old Southern Recipe.—n e re  Is

nn old-fashioned soft spoon bread th e  
Southerners like. W ith milk or sirup  
It makes a satisfy ing meal.

Two cupfuls w ater, one cupful milk 
(w hole or skim ), one cupful corn- 
meal, one tablespoonful faL tw o  
egg«. two tenspoonfuls salt.

Mtac w ater and cornm eal and bring  
to  the boiling point and conk five m in­
utes. Bent eggs well nnd add w ith  
o ther m aterials to  the mush. B eat 
well and bake In a well-greased pan  
for 25 m inutes In a hot oven. Serve 
from the sam e dish w ith a spoon. 
Enough for six.

Cornmeal and Milk.
Do you use cornm eal mush fo r s  

b reak fast food? I t  Is both cheap nnd j 
good. Cooked In skimmed milk Instead i 
of w ater It Is ex tra  fine, and the food i 
value of the dish Is nearly doubled.

H ere Is a delicious cornm eal and ! 
milk dessert.

Indian Pudding.
Four cupfuls milk (w hole o r sk im ), ‘ 

one-four(h cupful cornm eal, three- 
fourths tenspoonful salt, one te a ­
spoonful ginger, one-third cupful mo­
lasses.

Cook milk and m eal In a  double boll- j 
or 20 m in u te s ; ndd molnsscs, snlt, and 
ginger. Pour Into bu ttered  pudding 
dish nnd bake tw o hours In a slow 
oven, or use your fireless cooker. Serve 
w ith milk. T his m akes n good and 
nourishing dessert. Serve six.

Cornmeal and M eat
Cornmeal is good combined w ith 

ments. Such a dish Is a  menl In Itself. 
T ry  th is one.

T am ale Pie.
Two cupfuls cornm eal. six  cupfuls 

w ater, one tnhlespoonful fa t. one onion, 
two cupfuls tom atoes, one pound bnm- 
burger steak .

M ake a  m ush by s tirr in g  th e  com- 
menl nnd one nnd one-hnlf tenspoon­
fuls sn lt Into boiling w ater. Cook 45 
m lnute9. Brown onion In fa t, add ham ­
burger and s t ir  un til red color d isap ­
pears. Add salL pepper, and tom a­
to. A sw eet pepper Is an  addition. 
G rease baking dish, pu t In layer of 
cornm eal mush, ndd seasoned m eat, 
nnd cover w ith m ush. B ake one-half 
hour. Serve six.
