One of the greatest drawbacks to
the cattle Industry of the South has 
been the presence o f the rattle tick 
that trwnamtta Texas fever, which kill* 
many or the cattle and atunta others 
lu growth The tick Is rapidly being 
■ radicated, tod  It Is only a duration ol 
time until the South is freed of this 
pest

The native cattle o f the South arv 
cold-blooded scrub# carrying a varia 
ble percentage of Jersey blood Thev 
are small In site and Inferior In qua! 
Ity. but they have stamina and the 
cows produce good calves when bred 
to a beef bull Some of these cow* 
weighing not over Amo pounds have 
given birth to half breed calvea which 
have developed Into 600 to 600 pound 
animal* at It to IS months o f age 
They usually weigh about BOO to AS0 
pounds at two years of age when 
raised under average southern farm 
conditions. The half breed calves do 
not fatten out as well aa calves ot a 
higher grade, but If permitted to grow 
until two or three years of age they 
finish out aa very good beef animals 
The half breed heifers when bred to 
beef bulla producs excellent calvea

No section of the country can raise 
cattle as cheaply aa tha South, and 
the variety and prlrra o f  feeds are 
*uch that tha animal* can be eco­
nomically finished for the market. The 
forage plants, especially sorghum and 
corn, make such a luturlant growth In 
the southern la t itu d es  that Large yield* 
o f silage can be produced per acre 
The silage Is an excellent feed for 
wlnterlug the breeding herd, or for fin­
ishing the animal* for the market 
Tbe use of silage In a fattening ration 
almost Invariably Increaaea tbe site 
of the dally gains, cheapens the gains, 
lengthens the period during which cat 
lie ran be fed cottonseed meal eco­
nomically and without danger, and 
results In better finish, fatter cattle 
and greater profits per head. The 
leguminous hays a* alfalfa, cow pea. 
lespedeta. rvd clover and vetch and 
the corn stover and oat straw are good 
rough feeds to use In conjunction with 
tltegv.

The Shorthorn. Aberdeen Angus. 
Hereford, Red Polled and Hevon 
bn.-d* o f cattle all do well In the 
South The Shorthorn doe# well on 
ail lands where the pastures are good 
and feed Is plentiful The cows usual 
ly prove to be very good milkers, glv- 1 
Ing milk enough for the calf and to 
supply the home as well. The result 
of the good milking quantise of the 
cows Is usually a good growthy calf 
The Hereford* and Angus are good 
gresrrs and will do well under range 
conditions, a* well •» on the em»H 
farm The Hereford stands ahead of 
all breeds as a range anim al but the 
Angus have tha advantage over all 
breed* In th# feed lot aa they finish 
out very smoothly are high In quality 
and kill out a high percentage o f mar 
kstable m eat The Itevon Is Blower 
of growth than the other breeds, but 
arw great ruetletw and fatten on pas 
turva which are ao thin that some of 
the beef breeds could hardly subsist 
The Red Polled Is a dual purpose breed 
which ranks n*st to the milking strain 
of Shorthorns In tbe production of 
milk and beef They are not as well 
known, nor as popular as the Short 
horn, but have done well wherever 
tried to the south Any of th* breeds 
rrnM welt with th# native cattle, and 
ran be used advantageously In breed 
Ing Up the scrub herds
