SAVING THE SOIL MOISTURE

Tim# to Begin Operation* Is a* tarty
IB Spring ** Land Can Be Worked 

Without Damage.

It Is always difficult to be earing a*

vide for the needs of much greater

The time to begin taring moisture 
I* a* early In the spring as the »oll 
can bn worked without doing damage
to It. The million* of arret of fall- 
plowed land will he found with a cruat 
®vnr the surface a* soon as the snow 
melts The way to lose moisture la
to permit this rrust to remain on th# 
plowed ground until the oats are sown 
and spring plowing done. This I* th* 
Bret of May In moat caaes, and many 
time* ten day* or two weeks Inter. 
1 he way to save moisture la to break 
the crust with a disk or harrow and 
Ihu* produce a loose soli ninlch Thera 
Is scarcely * man who would think of 
permitting his field of com to remain 
enisled over during th* four or five 
weeks when cultivation ordinarily oo- 
cure, yet there are many who permit 
a crust to remain on their com ground 
for almnat an equal length of time be­
fore the com Is planted.

The cornstalk and stubble land# 
which are to he plowed In th* spring 
are other places where the disk can 
be used with great prviftt as early as 
the condition of the soil will penult. 
Not only will tb* disking of these 
lands save moisture which would oth­
erwise he lost tiefoce plowing, hut It 
will also pulverise th* surface so that 
when turned under It will form a hat­
ter contact with the solid soli below 
th* furrow slice. In order that tho 
moisture In th* lower soil may ri*a 
Into th* soli cut off by the plow. It la 
assent la! that the furrow slice fit 
closely upon the solid soil te-neath 
This Is Impossible when etods and 
coarse soil are turned to the bottom 
of the furrow. »

ADVANTAGE OF SUDAN GRASS

Heavy Yielding Summer Growing P'ant
of Sorghum Family—Tbr*« or Four 

Cuttings Yearly.

Budnn grass Is a heavy yielding, 
semrger-growlng grass of th* sorghum 
family. It resembles Johnson crasa 
very much, except that It has not th# 
objectlonahle root stalks and bene# 
la not a pernlcloua weed, according to 
Prof S F More*, superintendent of 
the agricultural extension service of 
fnlveretty of Artrona College of Ag­
riculture and State leader, t’nlted 
States department of agriculture 
However, tt crosses with the Johnson 
gras* freely, and acme fear has been 
expressed that tfev seed* resulting 
from such a cross might produce a 
gras* which would he fully as objec­
tionable a pest as Johnson grass, t'n- 
der Irrigation, or where the water sup­
ply Is limited, Sudan grass will yield 
three or four cuttings during the sum­
mer, giving from three to six tons of 
dry bay per acre However, In feed­
ing value It Is not equal to alfalfa, and 
It Is very probable that the amount of 
water required to produce a heavy 
ernp. alfalfa would not only give a 
better feed but also would he benefi­
cial to the aoll Instead of aomewhat 
detrimental as la Sudan grass For 
a given amount of water you will prob­
ably grt a somewhat larger yield of 
forage per acre from sudan grass, but 
this Is rather offset by the superior 
qualities of alfalfa, a* Indicated. On 
the other band sudan gras* 1* more 
alkali and drought resistant than al­
falfa. t’ nder dry farming conditions, 
where a quantity of forage produced 
with a minimum amount of moisture 
ts th* main ohlect sudan grass 
should prove an excellent crop. A* 
a feed for best results It should be 
balanced with alfalfa or cowpea hay 
nr cottonseed Sudan grass must be 
planted every year: tt may he planted 
after all danger of frost Is past, using 
eight or ten pounds of seed per acre, 
broadraet or drilled.

Do not uee any but good ram* of a 
mutt n breed upon your ewe*.

Hampshire or 
Dors-1 Horn ram will prove most do- 
slrabio He should be about two year* 
of a>;», healthy, and carry plenty of 
mulj >n. Such a ram will coat, deliv­
ered, from fifteen to twenty-five dol­
lar- and can be bought by a half doa- 
en farmer# clubbed together He will 
breed from forty to elxty ewe*.

Sheep do not require closed build­
ings for protection from cold, as their 
fi.ccea do that If kept dry.

peas, oats, vetch, crimson clover ano 
soy beans should constitute the princi­
pal forages used. During the fall and 
winter permanent pastures ran be 
used. Even regular fl-lds of winter 
wh<at and barley can be pastured 
without injury to them.

When pasture Is not available feed 
bay or f«»dder to th* flock. Keep up 
the appetites of the ewee by adding 
small quantities of rape, collards, 
chopped cabbage, or root* along with 
the hay. Do not feed roots to your 
rams or wethers.

Begin feeding the ewes a little grain 
about two weeks before lambing and 
gradually Increase the amount to one 
half pound dally at that time After 
lambing, slowly Increase the amount 
to one and one-half to two pounds 
dally, and continue this ration during 
the suckling period. Ewes need not 
be grained when dry It good pasture 
Is provided.

Give the ram >iat enough grain to 
keep him In good condition. The 
amount fed should be Increased dur­
ing the breeding season.

Teach the lambs to eat grain as 
soon as possible after birth, and con 
tlnually feed them what they will eat 
cleanly until ready for the market 
Feed them twice dally, using creep* 
to keep out the ewes.

The following grain ration, general 
ly available on the farm. Is suitable 
for sheep: Corn, two parts by weight; 
cottonseed meal, on* part by weight

Probably August and September arc 
th# best months for mating, as this 
will bring your lambs In January and 
February. IM> not leave tb* ram wilt 
the ewes continually, but take th* 
ewes to him for a few minute* eact 
morning. Allow only on* service to • 
ewe during each period of beet, but be 
certain that the ewe gets In lamb he 
fore dropping breeding operation.

Watch the ewea carefully during th* 
lambing season, but do not Interfer* 
with them unless necessary. Aftei 
lambs are born, see that they art 
promptly dried and suckled Frequent 
ly ewes dleown their lamb* unleei 
forced to nurse them.

Give th* ewee little. If any. gralt 
ration for two or three days sftet 
lambing At the expiration of thli 
time It can be gradually given bei 
until the full ration I* reached.

In small flocks the fleeces can b« 
most economically removed by using 
hand shears. After the sheep ts shorn 
remove all tags and burs from th* 
fleece, carefully roll It up Inside out

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Another feature of the device Is Its elasticity 
and adaptability to the movement of any and all 
kinds of trains, irrespective of their motive pow­
er or frequency The system will work equally 
well on trains operated by steam, electricity, gas­
oline. or compressed atr. and whether auct» ap­
plication la direct or by meana of ths trolley, 
third rail or storage battery methods 

The initial pur|>oae Is to promote the safety of 
railway operation and to eliminate all danger 
from lapses of memory on the part of tb« en­
gineers or others connected with the operation 
of railway a. and to make such a record aa will 
provide an exhibit of proper or Improper opera­
tion and observance of signals and orders.

Ths control of ths movement of trains is In the 
hands of the engineers just as long ss they ob­
serve the restricting signals provided for their 
guidance, but any failure to do so Immediately 
and automatically relieves them of said con­
trol As soon as the conditions permit of safely 
doing so. the control is again and automatically 
r r.

The system is ot the intermittent contact rail 
type, with the engine apparmtua clear or Inopera­
tive while running between points of indication 
When the engine shoe makes contact with ths 
eontset rail, the engine apparatus Is still held 
clear or Inoperative, provided the contact rati la 
energised. If It !• desired to make the control 
of the speed of the train continuous. Instead of 
Intermittent, particularly In congested terminals, 
the desired object it accomplished by making the 
contact rati continuous Both the contact rail 
aad the shoe on the engine are so constructed as 
lo keep them wttbtn the limits of the safety 
clearance requirements, and personal contact 
with the contact rati la not Injurious 

The manner In which the purpose of the aye- 
tsm is carried cut Is aa follows:

When a train t» standing at a terminal, or at 
any other point, the automatic apparatus la In 
such condition that the train can only proceed 
at a predetermined reduced sp.-i-d When the 
engineer opens the throttle to proceed. It auto­
matically atarts a whistle In the cab. This 
whtetle continues to sound and the reduced speed 
regulation continue* until the train contact shoe 
engages with a clear contact rail This rati be­
ing fully energised supplies a current which sets 
the control in position to permit the train to 
proceed *1 tall gpeed. and aleo stops the whistle. 
The contact with thla shoe is recorded by a re­
cording appnrntnn nnd J>e contact alto cantos 
the lighting o f a «I*m F tamp in the eab Ths 

rati la acknowledged by ths rn 
orenn.s a button which pula oat the

lamp and this acknowledgment la also recorded 
by the recording appsrstus.

The next action w inch may be described. Is 
when the contact ahoe engag.a with a partially 
energised contact rail, which Indicate* s caution 
condition. When this occurs, the engtue spps- 
ratus la again act for reduced speed as when 
starting out. and the whittle blows continuously 
If. In the meantime, the train In the advance 
block has moved on. or any other obstruction hss 
been removed, so thst tBe next contact rwtl Is 
in ■clesr” condition, the csb system will be autte 
matlcally returned to normal, full apeed condi­
tion when it parses such contact rail, and the 
whittle will stop

Un the other band. It the danger condition con­
tinues and the contact toll la de-energtied. de­
noting danger, the train will be automatically 
stopped when Its contact shoo comes In contact 
with this de-energtred rail. ThU stopping will 
also be recorded, and at the same time a chime 
of two whistles will be sounded to warn the en­
gineer that thla is s *'<>p application

If the engineer desires to proceed, he must 
press a button on the cabinet door, which resets 
the automatic apparatus to caution or alow speed 
condition Having n-»et the Instruments he may 
now proceed as In (ha first Instance, at con­
trolled reduced speed.

If the engtueer hss observed a danger signal 
sod stops hts train before the contact shoe comes 
In contact with the de-energixeil rail, he may, If 
necessary, in an emergency, pats the de«ner- 
glied rati In order to pass the de-energlied rail 
a separate and distinctive switch Is provided, 
which must be held down continuously wbUt 
passing the rail The pressing of Oils twitch Is 
also recorded However, if he should attempt to 
pass a rail by pressing on thla switch before the 
train has stopped he would cause a stop appli­
cation After pass eg the deenergised rail, aa 
before described, ths train may proceed under 
caution operation at a predetermined, controlled, 
reduced speed

Shortly before the battle of Glnlsa. In the 
Sudan, Gen Sir Archibald Hunter, Colonel Hark- 
et-Thompson, C. It, and another officer shoae 
name escape* me, were recon nolle ring through 
au opening In the wall of a disused sakeeyth, or 
waterwheel Ths hole in the wall wsa so small 
thst the officers had to stand one behind the oth­
er to see anything. The officer whose name I 
forget was tn front using a pair of binoculars, 
while Sir Archibald Hunter was tn the rear The 
glint cause] by the setting sun shining on tbs 
glass of the binoculars attracted tbs attention of 
a dervish who, together with others, was retiring 
along ths Nile He stopped, took aim. and fired.
