equitable equalization of taxes— 
ind any system or rule adopted 
by a board of equalization that 
in it* operation does not accom 
plish this end must be consider 
ed wrong and should be righted 
that justice may t>e had to all 
alike.

So, I am writing this to dia 
cuss a system or rule that is K 
mg practiced by the Commis 
sioners’ Court of this county as 
a board of equalization which 1 
think is intended to mete out 
justice to all alike in the equali 
/.ation of their taxes, and in its 
application to the larger per cent 
of the taxable pro|ierty of the 
couuty 1 think it amply meets 
that end, but to make a rigid 
rule of it and attempt to apply 
to all the properties of the coun 
ty, as is now being done, in my 
judgment gets as far from a 
just and equitable equalization 
of taxes as any rule or aystem 
that could possibly be adopted.

Iu the tirst place, 1 don’t think 
the fundamental basis upon 
which taxable values should rest
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ia h o  much the p 
might sell, or the prt 
It might have heretofi 
■old, but rather upon a r  
property, when in active 
under good management an 
normal or average condition* 
might be capable of producing 
the owner a revenue or per cent 
equal to the capabilities of cash 
in active use in that county. 
Don't understand me to say a 
per cent that a piece of proper 
.y Is actually bringing its own 
nr, for that would be basing val 
ue* on the capabilities of the 
manager rather than the caps 
hiltties of the property.

We take the dollar, or cnah a* 
the uait of value. Cash in this 
county ia capable, when inactive  
use, of bringing the owner of it 
ten per cent or thereabout. My 
judgment, based on my otaer  
vation and experience since I 
have been here, and my judg 
ment seems to be amply backed 
up by my fellow citizens' state  
meats as to their experience, 
that farm and ranch properties 
are not paying teu per cent af 
ter ex|iense* are paid on more 
than one-fourth of the amount 
invested, ot the commonly ac 
knowledged price of such prop 
erties. If that he true and I 
think it is, and the owner pavs 
taxes on more than one fourth 
ita eatimated value, he Is paying 
an unjust tax.

Now, the rule of our court re 
ferred to above Is to take one 
fourth or twenty five per cent of 
'he estimated value of the prop 
erties assessed and I think it 
lust and equitable in its applies 
Uon to such properties a* above 
mentioned and other properties 
of like condition, hut the trouble 
ind injustice comes In making it 
a rigid rule and applying It to all 
properties alike.

To Illustrate: A has ten
thousand dollars invested in 
farm and ranch property that ia 
not capable, under normal or av 
erage conditions and good man 
agement, of bringing him a rev 
enne of more than ten per cent 
on twenty Sve hundred dollars. 
When he has paid taxes on 
twenty flea hundred dollars he 
has paid taxes on ail the revenue 
producing investment he has, in  
comparison with an active cash 
investment or active cash's c a ­
pability of producing revenue.

Now. according to my judg 
m«nt this does not appeal to me 
as a just and equitable rule or  
system of equalization of taxtw.

Out this is uot true. I aiu try 
mg to to lay down a broad fun­
damental basis for taxable val­
ues that will work a more jual 
and equitable equalization. You 
can reverse the personalities of 
illustration under the same con 
ditions and the same principle 
would apply. I am not writing

to ventlllate any personal act or 
personality, but rather that 
these fundamental and basic 
principles may be brought be­
fore the peopis in order that 
proper conclusions might be 
reached whether I am right or 
wrong

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Vacation Hints for 
Sensible Persons

The first thing for a aen- 
lible person to keep in mind
in planning a vacation ia 
why he or ahe ia to have i t  
la a vacation juat a change,
a bit more free than other
leiaure hours, for having a 

good tune'! Or is it a period that may be profitably ipent m true recrea­
tion— in. recreation that will help make an individual enjoy real living for 
the time, and alao help make him more readv to do hia part m tha atfaira 
of the world when vacation weeks have passed.

The working man or woman who takes a bird's-eye view beyond the 
immediate twenty-four houra, and who decidca upon a rvaaonable uae of 
the uaual two week*’ leisure time, will recogniae that a vacation ought 
to include change and relaxation from mental anil phyaical routine of 
daily work, Tlioee who are uauallv kept buay and on the huatle eight 
to twelve houra a day are entitlrel to be aa lazy aa they like during vaca­
tion time, and to live in a different atmosphere. It ia common aciiae 
Tor indoor workera to get out of doom, citv folk to go into the country. 
Pear ho re folk to go to the mountaina, and tliose who Sve among the hill* 
and mountaina to come down to enjoy the ocean and caat wind.

If a city young man, or a party of young men, really want a vaca­
tion that arnounta to something m rv#t and pleasure while it ia going on 
and when it ia ended, let them consider the possibilities of camp life not 
eurrounded by too much civilization. Such a camp may be eatabhahed 
in pioneer fashion by hunting a spot, putting up a tent or a shanty, and 
roughing it for a week or two weeks. Ur camju can be hired, ready made, 
with more conveniences.

Camp life ia not now limited to young men. There are established I 
camps for girts and young women, increasing in number and variety each 
year.

Another form of outdoor vrationing often combined with camp life 
ia canoeing. Many young pet>ple fired pleasure all summer in paddling 
their own canoe*.

Allied to the camp idea ia the bungalow, which permits a sort of c a m p -  1 

ing out de lure.
Some working men and women who do not get vacations, or to whom 

vacation time does not provide all the relief they want from city life, or 
to whom the expense of the vacation is a matter to cause a second thought, 
are invited to consider the “stay-at-home” vacation. The workingman 
with a family, and therefore with quite a different problem to solve at 
vacation time than falls to the young man or woman who has only to pack 
a suitcase and buy a ticket, may well consider this suggestnwi. For a 
whole familv that can go further away there are cottages to be rented 
at lakes and mountaina at prices running the whole scale according to 
accommodations and locations.

Finally, the reason for a “go-away" or a "stay-at-home" vacation 
for the working man or woman is to secure a change of surroundings and 
current interest* that will bring about a renewal of physical energy and 
mental cheerfulness for the task* ^
that are to follow.

The discovery of the long- 
loat color* of the old Fif­
teenth British regiment in 
the garden of Funtington 
house, near Chichester. ia a 
reminder of the strange

_____________________  Ante* that have befallen
many glorious military emblem*. The color* of the Kighty-firat foot (since 
disbanded) were captured by American pirate, during the war of inde­
pendent* and hidden away in Ireland, the colors of the Twentieth regi­
ment were burnt, prior to the surrender of Saratoga, to prevent their cap­
ture by tha enemy. At Rerg«-n-op-Zoom the Royal Soots, to save their 
precious color# from falling into French hands, sank them in the river, 
though the enemy later fished them out, and when the aecond battalion 
of the Eighth foot waa disoamlw! at Portsmouth in 1818, the colors were 
cut into small piece* ami distributed among the officer*.

On# of the colors of the First Northernptonahire regiment, which had 
been earned nght through the Peninsular campaign some years ago, waa 
diarovered m a pawnbroker’s shop, though how if got there ia a mystery 
to thi# day. A similar uncertainty attache# to a pair of old colors of the 
Second Border regiment, which were recovered from a Ijondon pawnbroker 
by Lord Archibald I'smpbell in 1888. \

Four flags, which had accompanied the Gloucester regiment in Egypt 
and in the Peninsula, were recovered from a York pawnbroker. It appeared 
that, having been bequeathed by a colonel of the regrment to hia son they 
were obtained by a servant, who, falling on evil ways, pawned them for 
a few shillings.
