The hog need* n shade In the hoi
summertime Without It he will hr 
reduced In flesh very rapidly. Heat Is 
a great flesh reducer, and the blister­
ing rwys of tbe sun will trim down the 
hogs very rapidly.

They had the shade to pro­
tect them from the sun. and a cool­
ing spring came from under a Irilgs of 
rock and flowed down the branch, »o 
they had sufficient pure water In 
which lo wallow.

Ilia tine 
i ’oland-Chlng hogs were stretched out 
In n long line beneath the shelter of 
the shed, enjoying protection from the 
hot rays of the midday sun

A man had better construct a shed 
and cover It with straw thau to let hia 
hoga suffer.

Trees Has Quite Difficult 
Problem to Solve.

The hog needs n shade In the hot
summertime. Without it he will be 
reduced In flesh very rapidly. Heat ta 
a great flesh reducer, and the blister­
ing rays of the sun will trim down the 
hogs very rapidly. The man who Is 
fattening his hogs Is very liable to lo»e 
some of them If they must be exposed 
to the burning rays of Ihe ntliMs- sun 
during the hot season.

The farmer who lives In a timbered 
country will have no trouble in pro­
viding shade for ht* hogs. On one Ixrm 
there »s s  s 40-acre tract of vui-.ded 
land Here the hogs were kept tn the 
summer. They had the shade to pro­
tect them from the sun. and a cool­
ing spring ram* from under a ledge of 
rock and flowed down the branch, so 
they had sufficient pure water In 
which to wallow

It Is fhe man on the prairie who Is 
troubled with the shade question. An 
Ideal shade for hogs Is provided by a 
man who had no tree on bts placa 
except a few In bis yard. He had 
constructed a long shed out of cheap 
lumber, opening to the north. His fine 
I'otand-Chtna hogs were stretched out 
In a long line beneath the shelter of 
the shed, enjoying protection from the 
hot rays of the midday sun

A man had better construct s shed 
and cover It with straw than to let lua 
hogs suffer.
