Chickens and Turkeys Allowed to 
Harvest Crop —  Trampling 

Down Does No Damage.
(By A. J . LEGO )

Duckwheat Is the best grain crop 
that we have ever tried to furnish a 
foraging ground for poultry.

I sow late In July and allow the 
chickens and turkeys to harvest It.
