T HE United States come* to the rescue o f the bustard, th* trig, high soaring.
quiet sailing bird which some men call the “ turkey buxxard" and other 

men, Just as sure o f  the rectitude o f their ornithological English, call the
“ turkey vulture " The fact that tha 
national government announce* tteelf 
a friend o f the burrard may be taken 
by many Americans to Indicate that 
cordial relations exist between the 
eagle and the buerard, but tt a man 
draw* this Inference he does It at 
his own risk

Tbe burrard, though on* of the 
loftiest and easiest flyers among tha 
bird* Is not esteemed as one o f  the 
most beautiful when slewed at close 
range. He Is one o f those numerous 

creatures to whom distance lends enchantment. Then, too, he has personal 
habits and tastes or appetites which do not commend him to delicate and 
sensitive men or to persons o f esthetic tendencies. It has been acknowledged 
that In certain wavs the buxxard Is a useful bird, and It might be reasonable 
to class him as more useful than ornamental

The usefulness o f the buxxard ha* been set forth recently by the bio­
logical survey o f the department o f agriculture. By hla work as a collector 
o f garbage and other refuse which Is not ordinarily classed as garbage h* 
contributes to the health o f the communities which he honors with bis pres­
ent-* He hi a scavenger bird, and be piles his trad* only In thaw* communi­
ties which are sadly In need o f scavengers. If everything were kept clean 
tn a community there would he no btirxard or files In that place, and as the 
buxxard help* to keep down and to put dow o the output of garbage and ao 
furth. be thus diminishes tbe output of files

How Uncle Sam Measures the Flow of Rivers

I F you see a man leaning over the railing of a bridge Intently watching the 
river, with a telephone receiver at his ear. do not think that ths man ta 

trying to talk to tbe fishes or to a diver below the surface. He Is probably 
on# of the governm ent's engineers 
measuring the amount of water pass 
tng under the bridge Tbl* I* done bv 
lowering an Instrument, known a* a 
current meter. Into the water at sev 
eral point# under the bridge to de 
termtne the apeed of the water and 
by measuring th# dspt* o f tbe water 
at the same point*.

Ftom such Information the flow 
ot the river at that particular time 
and height can be computed, aad “•* 
when such measurements have been
made at a number o f different heights tba flow o f the stream at say  height 
nan be determined. Then If a record o f  tba height o f  th* river la obtained 
each day from a river gauge th# flow tor each day can ba computed

The practice o f planting alfalfa n

Be Planted. Boll Kept Fertlla and 
Moisture Conserved.

A* moisture conservation In dry 
farming la the paramount Issue whirr 
non* can be spared without detriment 
to the crop, three things must be kept
In mind:

1 The very best and cleanest sc- <1 
only should be planted, and aa far as 
possible, the most drought resistant m  
rlety of Its kind The presence of 
weeds must not be tolerated under any 
circumstances

3 The soil must be kept In n high 
state of fertility. It has been ncli-n 
tlflrally determined by ITofeaaor Wld 
•to* of the Utah experiment statb n 
and others, that a very fertile soil re 
quire* only about half aa much mots 
tur« to produce a crop aa soils the: 
are thin and worn out. Just aa a gal 
Ion of rich milk will prove aa satisfy 
Ing when fed to pigs as two gallons 
that are half water

3. The soil must be so cultivated 
that a sufficient percentage of mois­
ture Is always present to support the 
growing plant

An alfalfa patch forms a splendid 
night pasture for worh horse*, provld- 
rd they are used to It and turned out 
regularly

Because of the comparative eaa* 
with which alfalfa may he grown In 
practically all parts of this state.
