In hoot deep fat.

Baked In Dish.—Another good way 
Is to allce lengthwise boiled aweet po­
tatoes; put them In a baking dish, pour 
melted butter over them and brown 
them In tb* oven. Still another way 
la to remove the Inside* from baked 
potato#*, scws-m them well with melt­
ed butter, paprika, salt and mare, and 
return to the akin* to brown.

Candied.—Pr r candled sweet potw 
toes cut parboiled sweet |>otatoes luto 
lengthwise slices and put them In a 
buttered pan t'ook for two minutes 
thr. e quarters of a cupful of sugar, a 
quart* r of a cupful of water, and two 
tablespoonfuls of butter. Hrush the 
potaroea with this and bake them. 
Haste them with the sirup as they 
cook until they are well candled.

Scalloped.—Scalloped sweet pota­
toes are made by allring parboiled 
potatoes Into a buttered baking dish 
and covering them with a welt sea­
soned white sauce. tin top of the 
aaur# put some melted butter and 
cruniba and hake for about twenty 
minute*.

HOW TO MAKE GOOD NOODLES
Simple Instruction* That. If Properly

Followed. Cannot Fail to Mak*
Them a Success.

Anv number o." eggs may L« used 
In making noodle dough, according to 
the quanltty of noodles desired at 
once, the only requirement being ta 
work In sufficient flour. When using 
more than one egg at a time, divide 
the dough Into aa tuanv parts aa vou 
have eggs, for fhe sheets w hen rolled 
nut will be easier to handle than If 
larger quantities are taken.

To make a quantity of noodle* aulfl- ! 
clenl for four persons, break one egg - 
Into a bowl, and beat until light. Add i 
a* mueh flour aa can be worked In. I 
flour the breadboard and roll this { 
dough out Into aa thin a sheet as pos- j 
alb!*-. Lay aside on a clean cloth or ' 
paper until dry enough so as to be 
rolled up ilke a paper lamp lighter 
The layers must not adhere to each 
other Take a very sharp knife, and 
beginning at Hie end of the roll, cut 
th* dough off In as fine slices aa pos­
sible Tons lightly in the bands and 
the slices will fall apart In long, yel­
low thread* Spread thin on cloth 
or paper, ami let dry thoroughly. Then 
they may h*< un*-d al once, or packed 
In tight paper bag# or boxes and 
placed In a dry place They can he 
kept for month*. In this way quite a 
quantity may be made durint- the sea­
son when eggs are plentiful and 
stored for future use. making an Inex 
pensive aa well aa palatable food.

Manhattan Pudding.

sugar: let atand several hours. Whip 
a cupful of heavy cream, add a half 
cupful of powdered augur and a cup 
ful of chopped nuts or candled fruii 
Huh a mold sparingly with olive oil 
pour In the fruit Julcea, spread with 
the whipped cream mixture and cover 
with paraffin paper: put on the lid 
and burr In Ice and salt for three 
hour* Serve garnished with **< tlons 
of orange which have stood overnight 
In n thick alrup of sugar and water.

Thla sort of an animal 
will prove a better feeler and a bet 
ter mother than the short podgv type

In buying ewes for br< c ling pur 
poeea, do not pick the beat looking 
ewes In point of ne«h a man muat 
know how to choose breeding ewes. 
Just aa he ahould know bow to Judge 
a breeding sow. or any other animal 
on the (arm. hut to too many farmer* 
all sheep liuik alike

Whenever a ewe la discovered to 
have an unsound mouth, she ahould 
he fed at once for the market. If 
there ta any profit in grade ewes it 
it ni«a frotu the use of a pure bred 
rani.

While good bre«*dlng has much to 
do with a tendency to early breeding, 
good feeding la also a very important 
factor. Kwea that are well tleshud 
and thrtfty will, aa a rule, take aerv 
Ice of the ram at almoat any period 
oi the year.

In aemlarld regtona summer fallow­
ing la practiced Ity summer fallowing 
we mean raising a crop only every 
other year. The procedure la *o plow 
the ground and harrow or d!r< It from 
time to time thus conserving the 
moisture for one year Hoed crops, 
especially com and potatoes, should 
he bsrtowcd aa soon as the seed Is 
planted and subsequently harrowed 
until the plant has attained a growth 
of three or four Inches The ground 
should then be cultivated from time 
to time until the crop la nearly m i 
ttired unless there are frequent lalns. 
The mulch should he kept up tn corn 
even when the ears arc fnrmlMl hy 
running a one horse mulch harrow he 
tween the rows, for at that time the 
crops need a great deal of luoloturu.

WHEAT GROWN AFTER FALLOW

Results of E sper events Conducted at
Rothamsted Station — Much De­

pends on Nitrates Remaining.

At the Rothamsted experiment sta 
tton In Kngland wheat has b**en grown 
continuously and also alternating with 
fallow for f>» years. The records ot 
the station have the following to say 
regarding the work:

"It will bo seen that the produo 
tlon of wheat after fallow Is high 
er than when It is grown continuously 
17 l bushels against 12.7 buahela pel 
acre; but It reckoned as prtvduo 
tlon over th« whole area, half In crof 
and half fallow, the whole area grows 
much lea* of both grain and, straw 
than where the crop I* grown year 
after year on the same land A given 
area of land would therefore be mors 
productive when cropped every yeat 
than If the crop were alternated wttb 
fallow. The superior yield of the por 
tlon In crop after a fallowing may In 
aotue degree be attributed to lli* 
greater freedom from weeds, but tn 
the main tt Is due to the production 
of nitrates from the humus of the aoll 
during the summer when tt la fallow 
a process which Is much stimulated 
by the stirring It receives and the con 
sequent aeration The success of a fal­
lowing depends upon these nitrates re­
maining for the succeeding crop. They 
may be entirely washed to by heavy 
autumnal rain "

PREPARING LAND FOR WHEAT

Use of Roller. Following the Plow,
Not Only Pulveri/ee Soli, but Aleo

Compacts It.

In a dry apell the roller and harrow 
should follow the plow closely tn 
preparing land for wheat. The roller 
not only pulveriiea but compacts the 
ground and gives that flrtn. fine seed 
bed so essential for a good stand of 
wheel

When rains are frequent and the 
soil contain* plenty of moisture It It 
not so essential to use the roller and 
harrow every day and finish at night 
all the land that ha* been plowed. It 
•o*y be at some advantage to let It 
dry out a little, hut In moat cases It 
ta n mistake to wait many days before 
putting on the roller The roller brings 
th- soil particles closely together and 
allows the bacteria, which are con­
stantly at work, to become more active 
and thus put the seedbed In bettor 
condition for tbo wheat plants.
