Oatmeal Have a pint of water 
boiling tn the top of the double boil­
er. add otic half teasp- mfu! of aalt 
and drop In gradually one half cupful 
of oatmeal flakes, stirring atl the 
while Cook for threeht rs and strain 
through a wire sieve Pour on It one 
to two ounces of milk

It Is Important, also, to know whst 
not to feed the babi It It  a great 
temptation to please the baby by giv­
ing him ' tastes" of various kinds of 
foods, especially when bs Is fretful 
But this will almost surely result la 
his hsrm Never give him candy, cake*, 
doughnuts, pastry, fresh bread, grid­
dle cake*, sirup or molasses, pork or 
tough meat of any kind, bananas, over­
ripe fruits pickles, tes. coffee, soda 
wafer or beer, nor the meats vege­
