One of tba neat ear and most a ttrac­
tive looking roofa ever designed for a 
barn la what la knonn as a "gothic
roof." Each aide of the roof repro- 
aenta a graceful ogee curve. Gothic 
roofa on bam s are becoming popular

hie and celled on the Inside with nar­
row ttoortug. tongued .tad grooved, hut 
without heading Th- intention le to 
make • ha Inside finish as smooth as j 
posslhle to prevent crevices where oh- j 
factiousble bacteria may hud a lodg- 
menL

The celling over the cow stable is 
made In the same way. Well-pea-
soiled lumber te carefully put on and 
thoroughly well nailed with bulldlug 
paper between the boarding and 
studding and the jo ists overhead 
This boarding Is afterward thoroughly 
well painted with three coats of whits 
paint m ade by grinding white lead In­
to Unseed oil. This makes a celling 
that may be washed and kept clean. 
You can see that It I# clean because 
It Is whtte In color. It shows positive* 
ly whether It needs washing or not.

The partitions between the cow 
stalls are of Iron, flulshed with a hard 
smooth japan burned into the Iron. 
The advantage of Iron cow stalls Is 
that the amount of surface to be kept 
clean Is reduced to the smallest pro­
portions and still maintain the neces­
sary divisions betweeu the cows Also 
the hard enamel finish offers very lit­
tle encouragement for dirt. Insects or

ough system of ventilation is provided 
by Intake flues in ibe outside walls 
and outlet flues fur Wic foul air. which 
extend up the sides of the building 
and along the roof to the cupola on 
the peak This system lakes fresh air ; 
from ths outside and delivers It at the 
ceiling over the cows Foul nlr Is 
drawn off through the flues that havu 
their lower ends near the stable floor.

Ths horse stable end of thta barn 
la finished In somewhat the same man 
nrr. except that the stall partitions 
and mangers may lie made of wood, j 
la some sections farmers prefer wood­
en horse stall partitions. In some sec- (

stall partitions In other sections j 
they are made of wood to sava 
expense \N Mle Iron stalls look neat 
and trim and add more to the appear i 
ance and real value of the barn, they j 
are not cooaldertd absolutely Ueeea- 
sarv

One of the most Interesting features 
about the construction of this barn Is 
the way In which the large hay doors 
are constructed These door* are 10 
feet In width and 12 feet In height. 
They altde up and down In Iron 

to the building from lha | grooves, so there la no swelling of the
tracks to bother In wet weather. Tha 
doors are hung by counterbalance 
weights on \  Inch ropes that play 
over grooved putleya pear the top. 
These weights run up and down In 
boxes built the same as window 
frames, so there is nothing to Inter­
fere with their action The advan­
tage Is that the doors may be left part­
ly open or pulled all the way down, 
and they will slay tn any position, re­
gardless of the way the wind blows 

When the big mow la being filled 
with bay It is a great satisfaction to 
leave theee doors wide open so that 
ihe air ran circulate through freely 
from one end of the mow to the other. 
Tbe doorway la big enough to admit 

I large bnrae forkloads of hay wtthout 
: dislodging part of tha load trying to 
j pull It through This feature will bt>

shape la atruug. because of the built 
tip arches, consisting of heavy trussed 
rafters placed six feet apart on cen 
tar*. The rafter* between these sup 
porting arches are equallv spaced, so 
a s  to bring tbe bearings for the roof 
boards two feet apart

Tbte barn la S* feet In width and 
70 faet la length as shown by the 
Boor plan and la intended for the 
stabling of 10 cows and 14 horses 
The twe stables are made entirely 
separate by building a solid partition 
crosswise of the barn >• shown in 
tha floor plan. Fur convenience then­
a r *  doors at the alleys that may be 
wwened at chore time

to **  farm of from *<> to 40 acres, 
w her- one barn Is required to stable 
both horse* and cows, this arrange 
ment works out In a very satisfactory 
manner. Yard* are provided to keep 
th a  boraea and cow* separate when 
tam ed out. and thev are as separate 
Inside as they could be In two dlfl-T 
ant buildings The yards are fenced
in aurh a way a* to give the cow« 
free screws
eow stable end. and th e  horses are  
always taken out or In at the horse end 
o f the barn Similar dour* are pr< 
vtded at both end* of the bam. and 
windbreaks are built according to th* 
location, so a* to protect both kind*
Of live Stock to the best possible ad 
vantage

The construction of thl* barn call# 
for good solid concrete wall* with 
footings The foundation walls *r*
« t*  feet from tbe bottom of th* foot 
Inga to th * top of th * wall where the 
■Ilia are laid Th# footing* a r- 24 
Inches wide, to prevent the possibil­
ity of settling

Two rows of concrete piers are 
built under th * supporting columns 
on both sides of tb * renter alley.
Theee piers and columns sre plsced
to divide the stable Into three sec 
tlons, 11 feet each, which works well appreciated by the farmers who hare

The period of gestation for sows Is 
approximately 112 days or eight day* 
lesa than four months from the data 
of breeding. It may vary from this 
a few days one way or th * other. This 
date should be known to avoid mis­
takes that may result In the loss of
pigs.

Aa th *  tin t* for farrowing ap­
proaches the aow should be welched 
carefully, in order that aarlstanc* 
may be given If necessary. Th# feed 
at th l* time should he sloppy and 
limited In amount Nothing hut luke­
warm water should be given the aow 
during 24 hour* previous to farrow­
ing If she has already farrow*d 
a litter and ha# been properly fed 
and cared for during pregnancy, little  
difficulty may be expected. With 
young sow*, particularly those bred 
at an Immature age. there 1* consid­
erable risk at this time, no! only to 
the pig* but to  th* aow herself.

There Is a difference of opinion ss to 
the amount of bedding which should 
be given to the sow at this time. An 
active sow in comparatively light con­
dition can be trusted with a liberal 
amount of bedding, but aowa which 
are In high condition or which are at 
all clumsy, had better be given only a 
moderate amount of atraw.

The farrowing pen should l e  dry 
and well vent Haled, but free from 
drafts Provide the pen with a 
guard rail m ad* of two by eight l-laaks 
with their edges against the sides of 
the p*n about ten inches above the 
bed. These prevent the sow from ly­
ing tsgalnat the partition, and lessen 
the danger of Injury to the pigs The 
Utile fellow* will soon learn lo creep 
under th * guard rail when the sow 
Ilea down.

Tbe management of the aow during 
farrowing depend* largely on th * ant 
mal and on the weather condition*.
Assistance should be at band If need 
ed hut the aow need not he helped 
If she ts getting along nicely. When I Illinois 
farrowing occurs during warm weath Nebraska 
er the pigs are less likely to become 
chilled and will generally find their
