What to do with a water-soaked 
watch I* oflen a problem when one 1* 
caught In the wlldernesa. or In a com­
munity where no Jeweler ta to ho 
found l.ack of knowing what stepe 
to take often rerults In much expenae. 
If not In th* utt®r ruin of tbe watch.

Watrho* road* with both a screw 
face and irrrw  hack may he dried 
eerily by removing the front and back, 
emptying the watch of a* much water 
a* will run out. reversing tha cryatal. 
screwing It nn the hack of the watch, 
utid then laying It where th* sun will 
have a rknnce to reflect through tb* 
crystal. -

The heat of the sun on tha crystal 
will draw the molriur* Trom the works 
in fifteen or twenty minute#, nays tha 
Technical World If water atlll re­
main* In the works, (he crystal may 
be unscrewed wiped and replaced, 
and the procoea repeated.

DRAW MOISTURE FROM WATCH
Timeplsce Is Net Necessarily Ruined

If Unfortunately It Has Bean 
Water-Soakad.

What to do with a watereoaked
watch is often a problem when one is 
caught In the wlldemesa. or In a com­
munity where no Jeweler ta to be 
found Lack of knowing what steps 
to take often remits In much eapense. 
If not In the utter ruin of the watch.

Watches m»de with both a screw 
face and screw back may be dried 
e»«!ly by removing the front and bark, 
emptying the watch of as much water 
a* will run ont, reverting the crystal, 
screwing It on the hack of the watch, 
and then laying It where the aun will 
have a chance to reflect through the 
crystal.

The heat of the snn on the crystal 
will draw the moisture from the works 
In fifteen or twenty mlnutea, aay# the 
Technical World If water still re­
mains In the works. Hi# crystal may 
be unscrewed w-lped snd replaced, 
and the process repeated.

After the sun falls to draw any 
more or the water out of the gloee It 
Is safe to conclude that there Is no 
more tn the works, and th# oil origi­
nally on them, warmed by the sun. 
lubrirstes the parts

There should be no more trouble 
with the watch, although It It sdrie- 
able to have It examined by a Jeweler 
at the earliest opportunity.

This winter emmer has proved to be 
the greateet drought resisting grain 

1 yet discovered Seventy five bushels 
j to an acre without Irrigation la noth- 
! tng unusual The average yield on 
dry land Is more than forty bushels to 
the acre Coder Irrigation authentic 
yields of 110 bushels to the acre have 
been grown

The farmers who raised It were en 
thustaatlc in Ita praise It proved to 
he a valuable stock food. Sheep, 
horses and boas did very well on It 
It has been declared to be equal to 
corn

But. owing to the fact that It was en 
Mrely new and only a few farmers 
were familiar with It. those who raised 
It found no ready market This »a *  
overcome by a company which, after 
three years of experimenting, built a 
factory for manufacturing it into 
breakfast food and various other prod­
ucts This ha* created a sood market 
where the farmers get $1 60 a hun­
dred for thr grain.

(►no of the principal objections to 
this grain has been the stiff hla-k 
beard which makes It had to handle. 
The brarda. In threshing, get In the 
machinery and acrecns and causa- con­
siderable annoyance And then. also, 
they get In the hired man's shirt. Itch 
Ing and scratching and sometimes com 
pel him to change hla shtrt before re­
tiring

This objection haa also been over­
come b- the "Wltard of the West." i 
the "Is rbank o f the Grains." Prof B 
C Buffum, who has bred the heard* 
off and we now have what Is known 
as Buffum'a Black Beardless Winter 
Emmer. This grain retains all the 
hard v qualities of Its bearded parent, 
hut la tar more pleasant to handle.

Several thousand acres of this grain 
la now growing In this stale and Wy- ! 
oming under contract of so much a 
hundred pound*

One farmer at Bennett. Colo, whera 
he had raleed successful crops of win­
ter i-n.mt-r states thst It Is an Ideal 
crop for "dry farmers." In that It glv*# 
them a winter grain that Is superior 
to oats or barlsv and t an be far mora 
successfully raised
