Senior citizens across the 
nation seem to agree with this 
philosophy, as the number of 
persons 65 and over who mar­
ry is increasing reports Minnie 
Bell, Extension specialist in 
family life education.

A survey to discover how suc­
cessful these retirement m ar­
riages are has been reported 
by Dr. Walter C .

Sam Holcomb, assistant vice 
president for Southwestern Bell, 
showed committee members a 
map on which every rate for 
leased line service--as report­
ed last week by Sen.

Holcomb noted that one rate 
reported by the Sens lor was in­
correct by more than $900 a 
month.

"1 don't know how the fig­
ures on the Senator's chart were 
calculated, but they leave an 
incorrect im pres.ion," Hol­
comb said.

Wilson, snd committee 
chairman W illiam T . Moore of 
Bryan both have bills before 
the State Affairs committee 
which would provide statewide 
regulation of the telephone in­
dustry. The Wilson bill 
would regulate only telephone 
companies, the bill by Senator 
Moore would regulate all u tili­
ties.

Holcomb was one of several 
witnesses appearing Monday m 
opposition to both bills.

Earlier in his testimony, Hol­
comb maintained that rates for 
both local and long distance te ­
lephone service to Texas cus­
tomers of Southwestern Bell 
compare favorably with rates 
in other states.

He also said that Texas rates 
not only compare very favor­
ably with those in other states, 
but that telephone service in 
the state generally “is not e x ­
ceeded anywhere in the world."

“The various municipalities 
have done a good job of regula­
ting the telephone industry, ~ 
he maintained. "Why, then, 
should the taxpayers be bur­
dened with the added expense 
of another regulatory agency?"

Holcomb told the com m it­
tee that one of the most often 
criticized features of long dis­
tance service --th e  difference 
in rates for interstate and inira- 
ttatr calls - -  is not unique 
wide regulatory agencies, he 
said. Directing his remarks to 
the frequently cited example 
that it costs more to ca ll T e x ­
arkana. Texas from Austin 
than it does to call Texarkana, 
Arkansas, Holcomb raid "That 
was true, however, the recent­
ly approved increase in inter­
state rates has largely elimina • 
ted that disparity."

Under new rates, the charge 
for a call from Austin to Tex - 
arkana. A rk., Is $ 1 .1 5  while 
a call from Austin to Texarkan- 
a, T e x ., is $ 1 ,0 5 . Prior to 
the new rates, the ca ll from 
Austin to Texarkana, T e x ., 
was slightly higher than the 
interstate rate,

Holcomb, however, cited 
19 specific examples in other 
states where telephone rates 
for a ca ll that originates and 
terminates within that state

Foliage Plants
Dusting foliage plants used 

for indoor landscaping is the key 
to keepipg them bright and a r t»  - 
ctive, says Everett E .Janne, Ex­
tension landscape horticulturist 
a t Texas A&M Univetsity.

Clean the leaves once or 
twice a month with a soft ca m ­
el hair brush, soft cheese cloth 
or with a damp cloth or sponge. 
Dust gently and carefully as 
bruising and kinking the leaf 
surface will cause discoloration 
and blemishes, Janne explains.

When dusting, the natural 
oils and waxes on the leaf sur­
face will usually pro&ice a high 
gloss. If the leaves are extre­
mely soiled, they may be wash­
ed with a mild soap-warm watei 
solution before polishing. Let 
the leaves air dry, then polish..

Several com m ercial leaf po­
lishes are now available, the 
psecialist rays. Plants should be 
watered several hours prior to 
using these polishes, since dry 
plants tend to absorb the polijh 
more quickly. Such rapid a b ­
sorption can cause foliage bum. 
Do not use oil of any kind.

Plants with hairy leaves are 
more difficult to clean . O cca ­
sional syringing of such plants 
with clean, warm water is 
very beneficial, Janne adds. Do 
not use water that is colder than 
room temperature; cold water 
can cause leaf spotting in c e r­
tain plants. Occasional syring­
ing will also help keep plana 
free from red spider mites 
and mealy bug?.

Drivers Educat ion 
To Costly For 
Many Teenagers

One district Charged $47 .00  
and another $ 4 5 .0 0  Forty- 
two dollars is the fee charged 
by one district, and two 
charged $ 4 0 .0 0 . Three dis- 
tricts charge $35 .00  and two 
charge $ 3 2 ,0 0 . Thirty dolUn 
is charged by nine of the dts- 
tricts. surveyed, while five dis 
triett charge $ 2 5 .0 0 . Another 
five charge $ 2 0 .00  One char­
ges $14. 00, and one is low 
with a charge of $ 5 .0 0 . "

Holcomb alto challenged tests - 
mony offered Utt Monday that 
there were m  many at 13 custom - 
en  on rural telephone lines.

FAM1LY LA UNDRYING M IS­
TAKES-- Little mistakes can 
cause big problems, especially 
when it comes to the family 
laundry.

One re-occurring mistake 
in laundering, reported by the 
National Automatic Laundry 
and Cleaning Council, is Incot- 
rcct use of bleach. Pouring 
bleach on garmeno without pro­
per dilution causes almost one- 
half of laundry problems.

Miss Lyetly reports that ano­
ther common error in launder­
ing is leaving crayons in child­
ren’s c lo th « . The crayons 
melt in hot watetor in dryers 
and may spread to other fabrics.

Other laundry problems may 
be traced to overloading of wa­
shers, shrinkage of wool when 
laundered in too-hot water, and 
weakening o f fabrics due to 
sunlight and oxidation from 
heating fumes.

Some laundry problems re ­
sult from low-quality merchan­
dise, Miss Lyerly adds. When 
garmenu are poorly manufac - 
tured or are made from inferior 
materials, duaster in the laun­
dry is inevliable.Bonded far- 
menu fall apart, threads pucker 
and d ya run and spread to oth­
er garmenu.

There are 
over 50 ,000  memben ttudv inn 
vocational agriculture In 940 
high tchoolt in Texat. In 
these vocational agriculture 
classes, student* are provided 
an opportunity to secure tech ­
nical and scientific training 
in a ll phases of agriculture at 
well aa to receive training in 
leadeishlp, citizenship, and 
cooperation.

Texas membership has grown 
from 2 8 ,643  in I960 to over
5 0 .000  in 1970.
