Of Fish Kills

The sooner authorities know 
about fish kilts the more dpt 
they arc to determine the caust; 
and if the situation warrants, 
nail the guilty parties, accord­
ing to the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department,

Anyone discovering a fish 
kill should call the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department as 
soon as possible, and if he has 
a camera on hand, he sould 
take several photographs show - 
ing the extent of the kill.

Had a recent fish kill at Free 
port been handled this way, 
department authorities say, the 
job of determining the cause 
and the extent of the kill 
would have been easier.

By the time department o f­
ficials found out about this 
kill, moat of the dead fish had 
been buried in order to rid the 
area of an unsanitary situation.

Department personnel now 
have little to work with in 
their efforts to find out ex a c t­
ly what happened.

Farmers who choose to part­
icipate in the 1971 farm pro­
grams will have an acreage 
set-aside in each program 
they sign up for— 2 0 *  of 
their feed grain base, 7t *  of t 
their wheat allotment, and 
2 0 *  of their upland cotton a l ­
lotment. They have been 
waiting for this to be announ­
ced.

Under the new farm progr­
ams, participants will make 
their set-asides, maintain 
their farms' conserving bases, 
and be free to use the rest 
of their cropland at they 
choose, except for crops un­
der marketing quotas or other
controls----- triest- are peanuu.
