Dear Sir: The amount of rural 
aid allotted to your county ia $1,400.

The rural aid fund for this year 
is, us you know, one million dollars, 
which is two-thirds only of the 
amount appropriated last year. Be­
cause of lessened state per eapit • 
and delinquency in payment of tax­
es, more schools this year have ap­
plied for aid and askoid for $2.200,0U0.

Under these conditions, the av- 
eiage per school will have to be leaa 
than $'i00. and no county ought to 
expect more than two-thirda of what 
it received from this fund last year. 
Another factor in the distribution of 
this fund is that provision in the 
luw which requires that preference 
s .all U" given to those district* 
which have not funds sufficient to 
niainta ri their schools six month*. 
T.icreiore, eour ties having a eon*id- 
:alde numiier o f such short term 

school* should receive more aid in 
proportion than counties having very- 
few such schools, it being the evi­
dent purpose of the law to equalise 
the oppoi t unities for education of­
fered every child.
