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RABID DOG BITES
EIGHT CHILDREN
IN CHILDRESS

Childress is experiencing a mild
scare from mag dog antics. On
Tuesday of last week a pet dog
belonging to Aud Andrews bit
eight small children and on Wed-
nesday morning two more. The
case was reported to Dr. J. H.
Jernigan, city health officer, who
at once had the dog confined. |

Friday afternocon late the dog
died and the head was sent to a
laboratory at Fort Worth for the
purpose of ascertaining if the dog
was afflicted with rabies.

Karly Saturday morning the spec-
indg s+ reported jlhe examination
showed rabies, and again later in
th: day they reported that the
symptoms were pronounced. The
city council was immediately called
in session and a proclamation was
issued, in which it was advised
that all dogs be confined for at
least 30 days, and at the end of
that time if turned loose must
show a tag showing that the dog
had been immunized from rabies.
All dogs caught on the streets af-
ter 12 o'clock Monday noon will be
not oy the pdlice,

Dr. Jernigan states that all the
children bitten by the dog have
been placed under special treat-
ment and he does not anticipate
any serious results from any case,
but he is leaving nothing undone to
protect the victims and the people.
Vaccine has teen secured and the
victims will be treated according to
the latest instructions along that
line of work.

In the meantime every person
wiing @ dog should have it im-|
munized, or have it killed. No dog|
is worth the life of a child, and|
he person who would persist in
keeping a dog and not have him
mvmunmized  would be a  peculiar

creature to say the least.

{As the city officer got on the
condition at once, may result in
saving the lives of all the children,
and he is to be commended for his
prompt action m the matter,

vaccinating the dogs. The fee, in-
cluding all medicine and materials,
will be $2.
