To the honorable commissioners 
court of Oray county:

Since taking over the office of 
county Judge on the flist of the 
year. I beg to advise that 1 have 
made some Inquiries and some In­
vestigation of county aaffairs, a .d 1 
submit far your consideration at llie 
first regular term o.' Utls honorable 
court the following:

I suggest that this co in  recom­
mend to the district Judges of this 
county that they use economical dis­
cretion in tlte number of jurors 
they summon for Jury duty, as well 
os the method of lumdllng their 
Juries. I mean by iliat this: If the 
regular panel can be cut from fifty 
to tnirty-aix. do so. though it may 
require extra talesmen to be sum­
moned. or a new panel every week 
and once a Dial commence# to dis­
miss the remaining Jurors for at 
least a period of 48 hours or longer 
Each Juror coats the county $3 per 
day. and fifty Juror* coat $150 per 
day. If llie court's business can be 
transacted with 36 Jurors. It would 
save the county $43 per day Like­
wise. if a Jury trial commences to­
day and lasts over tomorrow and In­
to the next day. if the Jurors not in 
the case do not have to report on 
the second or third day of the trial, 
the county will be saved this $3 for 
each Juror. Laut year, ending Aug­
ust 31. Jurors cost the county $6,- 
394 10, and it stands a fair chance 
for this to be doubled this year

1 suggest that we have an audit 
made of the affairs of Oray county 
for the year 1938. and publish samr 
as directed by law. If you think 
tills cannot be done at this time. I 
will suggest that we reduce the 
totals as set out In Pickett's audit, 
ending August 31, 1938. and have the 
same published.

I am advised that the basement 
under the court house does not ex­
tend under the entire building If 
true. I think by all means that this 
should be done at this time

The bridge east of Lefors across 
the Red river lacks about 400 feet 
of spanning the entire river bed 
This should In my judgment be ex­
tended rather than be filled in with 
dirt.

I find that all officers that re­
quire deputies are paying their sal­
aries out of thetr fees of office ex­
cept the sheriff s department This 
Is proper under articles 3889 and 
6693. which provide respectively as 
follows

"Each officer named in this chap­
ter shall first, out of the fees of hb 
office, pay the salaries of his dep­
uties and assistants and out of com­
missions allowed the tax collector or 
sheriff's department for collecting 
the registration fees on automobiles 
and other motor vehicle*. Such com­
pensation shall be used exclusively 
to pay salaries of deputies, etc." 1 
believe you are now allowing dve 
deputy sheriff s a salary ‘ If such 
fees are sufficient to pay such dep­
uties their salaries, then the county 
is not required to pay them. The 
sheriff is allowing three deputies In 
the precinct in which he lives, and 
one in each remaining precinct of 
the county, which in this case would 
be three more, or a total of six

I also beg to advise that I have 
examined all accounts filed up to 
and including the Uth of this month 
You will note from my Itemised re­
port of the same that In some In­
stances I have reduced some and 
disallowed others All accounts be­
fore being accepted or approved 
should be Itemised and sworn to
