If a farmer doesn't practice moisture 
conservation and raises a good crop, 
his neighbor across the road, savin* 
the surplus rainfall, will have a larg­
er yield. Keverse the moisture condi­
tions—a dry growlug season—and the 
chances for a crop favor the man who 
takes care of the water that falls on 
hts farm.

Three or four inches uf rain carried 
over from one season to the neat 
means three or four hundred tuna of 
water an acre In the subsoil—water 
enough to carry a growing crop 
through any ordinary dry weather. U 
la possible to carry even more than 
this from one year to another, aaya 
A. H. I-eldtgb, assistant professor of 
crops at the Kansas Agricultural col­
lege

How can the rainfall be savedT 
Plow the field as soon as the crop 
has been harvested. If It Is spring or 
summer follow the plow with a drag 
The rains will soak Into the soil In­
stead of running off the surface or 
evaporating Rail plowing should not 
be dragged, as there la danger of the 
soli either packing or becoming dry 
and blowing

The extra expense of following such 
a plan ought not to cost more than 
a dollar an acre at moat. Many 
placee it could be done at a much 
smaller cost. It pays big Interest on 
the Investment even at the higher flg 
urs. While moisture conservation 
doesn't spell sure cure for crop fail­
ure. It la worth the effort.
