R U l  FED HENS FAY DIVIDENDS

College S ta tio n —It pays to feed 
bens during the summer months, ac­
cording to the records of 304 poultry 
dem onstration flocks reported by coun­
ty and home dem onstration agents to 
the Extension Service. Eggs were 
produced by some 30 000 hens in these 
flocks for 12 cents tier dozen feed 
cost during June and July. The 
average number of eggs laid per hen 
was about 14, and the profit per hen 
above feed cost was a little more 
than 22 cents each of these months 

“The real gain will come this fall 
and winter, however, for the well fed 
hens will then be producing when 
»gin are high In price, whereas hens 
poorly ted last summer will probably 
defer their laying until spring." E N 
llolmgreen. extension poultry special­
ist. explains.

Another point brought out In the 
demonstration records is the fact that 
the production per hen was lower In 
flock» of I*»» than  (00 birds, and the 

icrtallty ntgher The feed eo#t per 
dozen eggs was about the same, but
