Ordiparily when one thinks of the
conditions that are Imperative to
insure the production of a farm

T is hard to lay down any hard and fast rule as to which is
better, a house or a flat. A family of small means and with-
out children can generally get more comfort for the same
money in a flat than in a house. The mere fact of having
all the rooms on the same level and not being :fhllgrd to go
up and down stairs, is a f lalor to those mems-
bers of the family who wear skirts.

One of my college classmates told me that until she tried
it she had never realized the difficulties of going upstairs with
' the baby on one arm and a lamp in the other hand, and
li’,'h‘ to bold up her dress at the same
aature should have given women a third hand.
But when there are children of an age to run about, their parents

Evaporation in Month From S«ie Stub
ble Fields Is Equal to Five Inches
of Rainfall,

Loss of molsture from stubble flelds
left bare ufter harvest is each mouth
equal to five inches of rainfall so long
as there Is moisture left to evaporate
Plowed ground left loose, neither bar
rowed nor packed will, in bhot, windy
weather, in 24 hours sufficient
moisture to equal one inch of rain
fall l'ake Professor Ten Eyck's ex
periences In the efMclency of molsture,
the loss in a month from bare stubble
flelds of molsture Is equal to fve
inches of ralufall and is a loss capable
of producing ten bushels of wheat
