The first fact to be grasped is that each home must not 
not stand alone, but that it must unite with neighboring hands 
so as to obtain without effort the best results of civilization.

Once the material side of life is dominated there will be 
leisure for the mental and the spiritual to assume their right­
ful place. The home will feel its dependence on the greater 
whole, it will become more responsive to ever)- wave of public 

feeling, more alive to every movement of the great public.
A  Greek philosopher has advised that “ I f  any man has two loaves, 

let kirn sell one And buy lilies, for the soul has its needs as well as the 
body.* This is the kind of catering for the housewivea of the future, 
to collect the flowers of heart and mind and toul to deck the board, so 
that the breadwinner, worn with the toil* of the day, will find more 
refreshment than in the present monotony of mutton.

What elements in the home sa it eiists today can be dispensed with? 
The departments sentenced to disappear are so many that it might be 
well to consider how much of the home would be left should these changes 
be carried out.

The baaement would be gone with its scullery, its coal cellar and its 
dust bin.

The servants' hall would disappear, and, greatest change of all, the 
troop# of servant* would be gone.

Upstairs the dining room would be gone, and the drawing room also. 
All the spare bedrooms would be gone, and most of the servants’ bedrooms. 

What, then, would remain.
Father's sitting room would be left. Mother's sitting room would be 

left. And, beat of all, the children would remain, taking their right place 
in the bouse, the first place, each with a private room always well warmed 
and lighted, and designed for rest, meditation or private work, place# 
where young minds would have that space, leisure and solitude which 
induce true growth.

The housewife would be a housewife no longer. After all, it ia the 
man who wants a wife, not the house, and the children need a wise mother 
more than a housewife. It is the greedy home that has taken her from 
them and given them only the tired dregs of her mind instead of its best 
work.

Obviously some specialist instructors are necessary. A child not only 
requires love but scientific knowledge of the processes of life from all 
its attendant*.

and the maritime Interest* of the new republic 
until there come ea a response to e long-felt want 
the grgaaltation of the revenue cutter service 
This was one of the acta of our first congress. 
President George Washington signed tbe act In 
August. 17*« and within little more than a year 
ten v ease Is were reedy for duty. Thereafter for 
n period of nearly seven year* the little fleet 
formed the only armed force afloat flying tbe 
atarn and strip** and the ehlpo were constantly 
engaged la petroling the coastline of the country 
end enforcing Ita maritime laws Tbe first Ap­
pointments of officer* in th* rwvenu* cutter ##rv- 
tce were made from among those who had served 
In the continental navy, and since that time many 
men who prepared themselves for our naval serv­
ice have amended their life plane to the sitent 
o f taking commission* la th* maritime police

Th* revenue cutter service I# 
charged by law with the construction 
end Inspection of lifesaving stations 
end tbe drilling of the llfe-eevlng

crews, but tn addition it baa virtually developed a 
life-saving service of ita own. and every revenue 
cutler might be designated as a floating llfe-eav- 
tng station. The police of the sea have to afford 
protection for the sponge flsherlee tn the Gulf of 
Mexico and the Straits or Florida: they play an 
Important part In enforcing quarantine regula­
tions when Uncle 8am la “ putting up the bars" 
against some plague-infested country abroad, and 
they guard tbs safety of the public at all great 
yacht races and regattas.

Tb# 
officer* ar* trained for the aervlee at the revenue 
cutter cadet school, located at New London. Conn 
Young men enter at any age between eighteen and 
twenty four, and In addition lo exactions In book 
learning must undergo a military and nautical 
training that la torn* respect* la even more ardu­
ous than tbat given at Uncle Sam's big academic* 
at Annapolis and West Point Of course th* 
classes at tbs cadet school arc comparatively small 
—sometimes there are not more than two doten 
embryo officers enrolled at the Institution, but this 
Is to b# expected, for the revenue cutter service 
doe* not nsed the great numbers of officers re 
qutred for our rapidly growing navy. Indeed there 
are less than three hundred commissioned officers 
on the revenue cutter roster, where as tbe warrant

The navigating responsibilities of the officers of 
th* nation's as* police boats probably exceed thns* 
of any other men In tbs naval or maritime service 
Unlike many of the men who go down to the sea 
In ship*, they do not confine themselves to a given 
ocean path. On the contrary, tbe young revenue 
cutter officer may be railed upon at short notice 
to nsvlgat# hit own ship In any watera from south­
