GO AHEAD—FOLLOW THE FIRE TRI CK
THE WEEK October 5-12, Is Fire Prevention Week, and 
although what we have to stay In this editorial doe« not 
have to do strictly with hr«* prevention. It does have .to 
do wdh Ore fighting

Not long ago. The News carried an editorial concerning 
the practice of drivers getting tn the way of fire trucks 
and autos being driven to the scene of the fires by fire­
men. At tha t ume. The News was not aware of all the
phases of the new state uniform traffic '•ode, especially a 
coupe of chase« of the law which will tike  care of what 
we were editorializing about

For every driver's Information, the following Is Section 
100 oi Article X in ;

"Following Fire Apparatus Prohibited The driver of 
any /chicle other than  one on official business shall not 
follow any apparatus traveling In response to a fire 
alarm closer than five hundred (500) feet or drive into or 
park such vehicle wltnln the block where the fire apparatus 
has stopped to ca rv e r a fire alarm

That little paragraph should take care of those driver« 
who do their utmost to beat the firemen to the scene— 
and It should also remind the casual driver, who Is not 
even on his way to the fire, to get out of the way of the 
firemen

Bee''on 101 of the same article reads as follows:
"Crossing Fire Hos*\ No driver of a street car or vehicle 

shall drive over an  unprotected hose of a fire departm ent 
when laid down on any street, private driveway, or street 
car track, to be used a t any fire or alarm of fire, without 
the consent of the hre departm ent official in command '*

Yes, there Ls a penalty attached, and here's the way 
th a t part of the law reads:

"Penalties for Misdemeanors (a) It ls a misdemeanor 
for a ijr pt r.'-on to violate any of the provisions of this 
act unless such violation Is by this act or other law of 
this slate declared to be a felony (b) Fvery person con 
vlcted of a misdemeanor for a violation ot any of the 
provisions of this act for which another penalty u  no: 
provided sh ill be punished by a flue of not less than On 
Dollar ( |1 ) nor more ...i . Two Hundred Dollars ($200'."
