ON AUGUST 24. 1948. the portable X-ray unit of the S tate 
D epartm ent of Health paid a visit to  McLean. A total ol 
619 people took advantage of the tax-supported service, 
and had X -rays made to determ ine w hether or not tuber­
culosis symptoms were present.

This year the X-ray unit will again be In McLean, under 
the sponsorship of the county medical and tuberculosis 
associations. The un it will be here two days instead of 
one. The dates are July 6 and 7.

There are a num ber of points to be stressed.
The first is th is Because you had an  X -ray made last 

year does not m ean you should not have one made this 
year. Doctors will tell you It does not take a  year to 
become infected with T B An annual X-ray will not 
prevent you irom taking T B., but It will warn you In 
time to do som ething about getting rid of the disease if 
you have.

The second point Is this You do not have to hve In 
McLean, or even In Oray County, to take advantage of the 
free X-ray If you live In Wheeler. Donley, or Collings­
worth county, or anywhere else for th a t m atter, you have 
Just as much n g h t to take the X-ray here as anyone else. 
This service Is for the people In general, not for Just a few

The th ird  point is this Taking the X-ray «111 require 
only about two "minute« of your time, from the moment 
you step in the door until you leave You get a card filled 
out. step up to the machine, the picture Is taken, and 
th a t 's  all. You do not even have to take off your shirt 
or any o ther wearing apparel —do not wear something with 
m etal buttons, however.

The fourth point Is this The films will be developed and 
studied In Austin. You will be notified of the reaction, 
w hether negative or positive. If positive, i ts  time for you 
to act.

The fifth point Is this You may not have T B , probably 
haven 't. But If you should have and do not find out 
about It. then  you are not only endangering yourself, but 
also your family and your friends and others with whom 
you come In contact
