WE HAVE BEEN asked by friends, in  all seriousness. Just
why we have chosen to  be openly critica l of our City 
A dm inistration . and  w hat we hope to  gain by I t1
Those are fa ir questions, and  deserve fa ir answ ers Ther.* 
are  a num ber of reasons . . . and  none of them  liave 
any th ing  to  do with personalities of the individual of- 
flctab  involved

Many people who agree w ith us have come around 
privately to express th e ir approval and . a t  th e  sam e time, 
th e ir surprise th a t a sm all town new spaper should dare 
to  point the  finger of criticism  a t any th ing  so close to 
h o m e  Most seem to  feel th a t  some vague but certain  
re tribution will result

O thers who disagree, more or less violently, have labelled 
us with a num ber of uncom plim entary  nam es, occasionally 
in  person, more frequently  from a d istance

In both a ttitu d es lies a p a r t  of the  answer to the 
first question It is n o t a  fact as yet. th an k  Heaven, th a t  it 
is physically dangerous In these United S ta tes to  crtttct«e 
any elem ent of our governm ent But It It a dangerous sign 
when our fellow citizens, however m istaken  they may be 
th ink  th a t it Is or m ay be

How do we get such ideas? T his Is no police s ta te  . . . 
our governm ent offtcals com m and no Gestapo, wetld no 
{lowers over us beyond those delegated by law and  regulated 
by our courts Why sJtould any citizen  fear to criticize 
his elected officials publicly and  openly If he feels such 
criticism  Is Justified or needed" T he fact rem ains th a t 
m any do so

Almost as dangerous to  the  h ea lth  o f a dem ocracy Is the 
a ttitu d e  th a t any person, by v irtue of th e  tac t th a t  he holds 
public office. Is above critic ism  and  th a t  it Is some sort of 
crim e . . .  or a t  best in  poor ta s te  . . to  express con trary  
views I t  Ls our privilege to  d isagree 

T h a t Is only p a rt of th e  answ er We have an  abiding 
conviction th a t  governm ent, which ls a public business, 
should be no less efficiently  operated  th a n  any successful 
p rivate  business We also believe th a t If our fellow 
citizens who a re  stockholders In th is  public business, would 
tak e  as m uch in tere st in Us affairs as they  do In th e  private 
businesses In which they have money Invested, we would 
have a m uch m ore econom ical and efficient concern.

T his ls no t only tru e  of our city, b u t of our county, our 
sta te , and our federal governm ents 

We have concen tra ted  on our local governm ent because 
it  la here, in  C anadian , th a t  all of us as Individual citizens 
can  be m ost effective We have outraged a  few people by 
calling  our city  officials by nam e, ra ttie r th a n  referring  to 
them  safely and  vaguely s s  ‘th e  C ity” . . .  not because we 
hawe any grudges aga inst th em  personally, bu t because 
we hope by doing so to  bring hom e the fact th a t  ‘th e  
C ity" Is n o t some vague en tity , bu t Is m ade up of individ­
uals like ourselves . . . Individuals whom we liave elected 
to  office to  perform  ce rta in  services for us 

T he Am erican citizen Is the  m ost powerful person on 
e a r th  and doesn t know it We can  ru n  our governm ents 
. . .  we d o n 't have to  let our governm ents run us But 
th is  growing a ttitu d e  of sigwervlence tow ard public of­
ficials m ay easily cost us th e  privilege Liberty like 
charity , m ust begin a t  home.
