Orders for new railroad freight cars “will practically |
dry up by the middle of this year unless Congess |
permits railroads to have a construction reserve or adopt |
some other similor plan. That forecast comes from o
top authority—William T. Faricy, chairman of the
board of the Asseciation of American Railroads.

The proposed construction reserve plan does not re l
lieve the railroads of paying taxes. But it would help|
them to finance new freight cars and other improve
ments by postponing payment of a portion of their
taxes. This would be accomplished by permitting o
railroad to set aside money as a reserve for capital im
provements which it would be required to spend within
five years.
