FOUNDATION OF OUR MEDICAL STRUCTURE
In the long pull, if is obvious, the quality of medical 

care m this country depends on the quality of its med 
ical schools. There are 83 of these schools —and they 
constitute the foundation of our entire health and med 
ical structure.

This fact points to the significance of Medical Education 
Week, which is to be observed during the April 20-26 
period. As President Eisenhower has said In this great 
era of American medicine it.is  fitting that we set aside 
a special week each year to consider the work of 
our medical schools.

The primary job of these schools is to meet the de 
mond for highly qualified physicians. At the same 
time, they carry on a wide range of other needed ac­
tivities in the fields of teochmg, research, service and 
leadership. And today they must deal with all manner of 
new challenges to the profession, some growing out of 
our constantly expanding fund of medical knowledge, 
and some resulting from the mounting complexity of 
our civilization.

In the years ahead, all the authorities agree it w ill 
be necessary to substantially increase the number of 
physicians m practice a  this country That need can 
be met only in part by increasing the student bodies 
of the existing medical schools. This means that new 
schools can be established, and plans to that end are 
now m being

Finally, it should be pointed out thet it cost more 
than $200 million to operate our medical schools m a 
late acodemic year, and that only a small portion of 
the operating budget comes from student tuition. The 
rest is supplied by physicians, medtcol organizations, 
industry and foundations. And the schools need for 
financial support, like their need for expanding facilities, 
w ill continue to grow

Most of this hunt tug is don«- j 
w ith the benefit of one of the 
mouth csUIem currently on the 
market. However, some hunters 
Just drive down country lanes 
and shoot coyotes that dare to 
cross the roads Tills latter 
method is dangerous Also it's 
a violation of the law

Recently a group Of US went 
coyote hunting In Zapata County, 
down on the Mexican border We 
were with Raymond Davwe, the 
game warden Raymond knew 
where the coyotes were running, 
and also how to use a mouth call 

It was a bad morning The 
wind was blowing strong from the 
north. This meant the call didn't 
carry  very far in that direction 
and the animals could get our 
scent down wind

We did get one coyote how­
ever. which proves it can be done 

It was the first time the three 
of us had met Yet when we 
showed up for the hunt each of 
ua had a acopc-ettuipped 222 
Remington Proof enough that 
thia is an ideal calibre lor coyote 
hunting

Although this gun Is not recom­
mended for deer. It Is effective 
in the hands of a good shot My 
gun. the (tump action, was used

by three wildlife biologist* during 
the deer season to take three | 
fleer specimens Each was killed i 
wfth a single shot

The gun Is equipped with a 
Weaver K 4 scope and you can 
put (he bullet Just about when' ■ 
you want to.

Incidentally Remington h a s : 
Just announced a souped up vers­
ion of the 2X2 in the model 722 
It Is a magnum load, and is not 
interchangeable with the present
