Supt. Melton Urffes Support

OF AMENDMENT NO. 4
"Support is growing for Con­

stitutional Amendment No. 4, the 
teacher retirement on the Nov. 
6 general election ballot as the 
public is given the facts.” Freeman 
Melton, superintendent of McLean 
Schools, said today.

•This effort of Texas teachers 
to attract and hold good teach­
ers Is one of the moat unselfish, 
public-spirited movement* ever 
seen in the interest of good ed­
ucation for T e x a s  children." 
Mdton declared

l-ocal school teachers, working 
with their local and state asso­
ciations and in cooperation with 
local Parent-Tecaher Association 
groupa, have spearheaded the 
drive for adoption of the amend­
ment.

Amendment No. 4 will improve 
the teacher retirement system 
created In 1937. a depression year 
The system cover* all employee* 
of public schools and state-sup 
ported institutions of h i g h e r  
learning

Increased benefits. Melton feels, 
will encourage teacher* now leav­
ing the classrooms to remain In 
the teaching profession Approx­
imately 7.000 experienced leacher» 
are lost each year to the schools. 
The program would also help at­
tract some of the IJ00  new 
teacher* needed each year to In­
struct the 100.000 new children 
who Jam Texas classrooms an­
nually.

The new program, as passed by 
the Texas legislature last year— 
unanimously In the senate, and 
with only two dissenting vote* In 
the houae would work like this-

A tsocher would pay Into the 
retirement fund each year six 
per cent of his salary (present 
rate five per BMt). and would 
earn a retirement

In addition, the amendment 
ndda some beenfits which are com­
mon In the retirement plans of 
private industry but have not 
been Included In the teacher re­
tirement system heretofore.

These are: (a) benefits for
teacher* who become unable to 
work because of disability; lb> 
death and survivor benefits for 
the lamily of a teacher who die* 
while In school employment, and 
(c) a guaranteed minimum re­
tirement payment for teachers 
now retired and for those who 
retire In the future. This min­
imum of $100 per month would 
go only to those who had at least 
30 years service and who reached 
the age of 60,

The new program would exist 
teacher*, through Increased de­
posits Into the fund. $4.500.000 
annually The state will match 
these fund*

No additional tax will be 
needed. Melton emphasled. either 
at the local or state level. He 
explained It this way:

(1) The local school district 
pays no part of the retirement 
deposit, so local school taxes could 
not be affected. (21 Increased 
Industrialization and population of 
Texas are producing more tax 
money enough additional each 
year under existing tax laws to 
pay several times the state's $4.- 
500.000 share of the rerirrmenl 
program Thus, 4hr causes of the 
present school situation will help 
pay for its solution.

"It Is true, of course." Melton 
stated frankly, “that If the pro­
gram were not adopted the leg­
islature would have $4.500.000 to 
•pend for some other purpose 
Hut It would be most difficult to 
find any state sendee that would 
be of mot« value than supplying

who were not allowed to par­
ticipate In this program, by rea­
son of such screening process, 
complain vigorously that the ad­
ministration of the program has 
not only failed to help those who 
were allowed to participate, but 
has measurably Increased the 
burden on those who were not 
allowed to participate In other 
words, the nonparttdpantg were 
able to buy hay prior to the 
government program at a price 
much less than they are now 
having to pay Since they are 
allowed to participate In the gov­
ernment program, the entile 
amount of the Increase must bo 
paid out of their own pockets 
It is their contention that every­
one should bo allowed to partic­
ipate in this program if they are 
In a drought stricken area, or 
else there should be no program 
at all.

Since I have been postmaster 
at the McLean office, »lie three 
carriers have traveled approxi­
mately ].968.000 miles with only 
one minor accident.

More than 1600 fleets operat­
ing in excess of 229.000 vehicles 
and traveling 4.667.000 miles, 
competed in the silver anniversary 
context, largest of its kind in the 
world The combined av erage fre­
quency rate of I 58 accidents per 
100.000 vehicle miles was one of 
the lowest rates achieved in the 
25-year history of the contest and 
mark sthe fourth consecutive year 
that the rate has b e n  below 
two It represents a 32*1 reduc­
tion as compared to the 1931-1952 
contest average.

FARM INCOME
There is a saying in the rural areas of Texas that 

when the stock market spirals higher and higher ond 
farm prices plunge lower and lower, then you know 
there is a Republican in the White House."

That gauge of White House tenancy is holding true 
to form today. The nation s farmers have consistently 
lost one billion dollars in income for each year of the 
Republican administration, while brokerage houses, 
stock and bond holders and financial institutions have 
reaped unparalleled profits.

The economic advisers of President Eisenhower have 
followed the historic pattern of the Republican party—  
shift the emphasis of wealth from the basic levels of 
agriculture and small business to the upper echelons 
of h igh finance. This has been accomplished primarily 
by destroying the stabilizing influences in the farm pro­
gram and substituting the hard money policy of high­
er interest rates an drastic credit curbs.

This dangerous game of topsy turvy uses federal 
tax money as a catalyst. A prime example is the U. S. 
Treasury which has nearly tripled its own interest pay­
ment rates to financial institutions from which it bor- 
rows money Thus, Secretary Humphries gives a nvyicLi 
twist to the role of Robm Hood—rcb the poor and give 
to the rich.

The result is that money lender profits are now run­
ning at a record nigh level of of $17.3 billion a year— 
which is 41% greater than in 1952.

At the other end of the scole, farm income has 
dropped 20% in the same period from $15.1 billion to 
a near-record low of $11.1 billion oannually, and the 
trend is still downward.
