It is easy to get rid of kangaroo 
rats in the fields since the recent 
rain*, says County Agent Ralph 
Thomas Good control may be 
gotten by sprinkling a little poi­
son grain in the entrances of the 
burrows The entrances to the 
burrows show plainly in the wet 
soil, Thomas contlnu»*d

Poison grain may be obtained 
at the Price Barber Shop in Mc­
Lean, or the county agent’s office 
in Pampa

If not controlled, kangaroo rat* 
ruin the stands of all kinds of 
crops, which means a heavy loss 
lo the farmer, Thomas pointed 
out. and it is much easier sand 
take* less poison grain now than 
to wait until the land is listed

The general condition of the 
1957 wheat crop has Improved 
over the entire Texas wheat belt 
*ince March 1 except tn the San 
Angelo area.

Throughout the Dal la*-Fort 
Worth-Sherman area timely rams 
have been received and wheat 
and small grams remain In good 
condition and a rapid growth is 
being made.

Reports from tha Abilene 
Stamford-Albany area continue 
to indicate a 90'X of normal crop 
Can be expected if timely rains 
continue; however, due to lack 
of deep soil moisture, the crop 
would deteriorate very rapidly if 
rain should not ocx-ur as it has 
for the |iast HO days

The Wichita FalJs-Quanah- 
Childrcss-Haskell area reports 
wheat and small grain ui good 
condition at this time The area 
received adequate moisture for 
rapid growth and has made very 
good progress since the last re­
port of the Texas Employment 
Commission There is a lack of 
deep moisture over much of the 
are«, and a* a result, if abund­
ant ram doe* not continue, the 
prop will exhaust the available 
moisture and produce a disap­
pointingly low yield of grain 
Some spotted inqect Infestation 
ha* been reported, but not con­
sidered serious at thta time

In the San Angelo area the 
prospect« for a fair to good gram 
crop were lessened somewhat the 
past two wreck* by high wind and 
dust with little moisture Only 
an estimated s o t  or less will he 
harvested «van if moisture Is re­

ceived Heavy acreag* is being
grazed.

The Croebyton-Dirkena-Asper- 
mont area reports moisture is 
urgently needed Some oats and 
barley have been seeded during 
the month, and with adequate 
moisture could yield a fair re­
turn. .

Reports from the Littlefield- 
i'lainvu-w-IzK-kney-Floy dads area 
Indicate Irrigated acreage Is In 
good condition Dry land acreage 
is m need of more moisture soon 
If a fair yield H to be expected 
as subaoll moisture it very ahaL 
low.

Th « Amarillo-Vega T a m p a -
Claure area received sonw- mois­
ture during March, but this Is only 
temporary relief unless more is 
received soon A fair yield can 
be expected If condition* remain 
favorable until harvest time Re­
cent snows In this area wqpe of 
little benefit for soil moisture 
as most of the snow blew Into 
drifts. Some barley and oats 
have been planted and the con­
dition is reported good at this 
time.

Unusually heavy moisture In 
the northern Panhandle during 
March, along with god growing 
weather, has resulted In rapid 
recovery and growth of wheat 
which had not died With con­
tinued favorable weather then* Is 
a chance of making a good crop 
on the remaining wheat acreaf 
An estimated 100.000 acres of 
spring barley and oats have keen 
planted and is considered to ha
in good condition at this tkaa.

HOUSE CLEANING
Victor Riesel, the distinguished writer on labor affairs 

who was blinded with acid by goons, believes that the 
current Congressional investigation into alleged abuses 
by certain labor leaders, will result in legislation forcing 
unions to clean house. Public opinion— which includes 
the opinion of the rank and-file union members and the 
many honest officers of unions— will demand that.

Mr. Riesel goes on to describe three specific fields in 
which legislation con be expected. First, the iaw must 
see that union aiembers run and octually control their 
o w r  unions. Second, protections must be erected around 
in i welfare and jifnsion funds, which now total the 
Incredible sum of $25 billion. Third, something must 
be done about labor's political activities so far as they 
lead to corruption and racketeering.

This is all to the good. But there is one more essential 
step— entirely aside from special legislative needs 
which will be made clear by the present investigation 
That is adoption, by all the states, of right-to work laws 
which make union membership a voluntary matter, 
which each worker can decide for himself, without 
coercion.

Indiana recently became the 18th state to adopt such 
a law and, significantly, it was the first motor industrial 
state to do. Right to-work is in no way anti union 
— the unions are free to organize as many workers as 
wish to join. It is, however, pro worker and pro good 
union. For it makes the union sell itseslf on the basis 
of the kind of service it gives and the standards of con­
duct it follows. If does away with union monopoly—  
and monopoly, in any field, inevitably breeds corruption
